Disposal

• As an outdoor product, the bouncer is subject to wear and
 deterioration. Inspect for signs of fabric failure; weak or torn
 surfaces must be repaired promptly.
• To keep the product clean: wipe the bouncer or blower using a
 dry cloth or a cloth dampened with a neutral, non-�ammable,
 non-toxic cleaning and sanitizing solution or pure water.
• Product should never be stored wet. Allow to dry before rolling up.

• Disassemble and dispose of the equipment in such a manner
 that no hazardous conditions at the time equipment is 
 discarded.
• Blower should be returned to a collection center capable of
 processing electrical/electronic waste.

• Blower must be unplugged before servicing.
• Product should be periodically examined for potentially unsafe 

conditions such as damaged cord, plug, housing, or parts, and 
that in the event such damage is found, the product should not 
be used until properly repaired.
