Chair Seat (B)

With assistance from an adult partner, lift the Backrest(A) up. Align the Tapered Connectors on
the Backrest(A) and the Chair Seat(B).

Push down on the Backrest (A) until it is fully locked into the Tapered Connectors.

Note: Make sure the Tapered Connectors on the Backrest(A) fully lock into the Tapered
Connectors on the Chair Seat(B).

Note: If the bottom of the Backrest (A) completely touches the Chair Seat (B) edge, and it
feels secure, not loose, when pushing the Backrest(A) backwards, then the Backrest(A) is
fully locked in position.

Screw (D)

Put the Club Chair facedown as pictured above. Lock Chair Seat(B) to Backrest(A) using a

Screw((). Tighten the Screw fully.
