Prepare the Starfish Video Doorbell Camera
If the indicator is not 
slowly flashing blue, press 
& hold the reset button 
for 5 seconds, then 
release.  The Video 
Doorbell Camera will reset 
and the indicator will then 
begin to flash blue.  It is 
ready to be paired.

Pair mode - Indicator 
should be slowly 
flashing blue.



On the back of the doorbell, 
switch the doorbell on.

Hold the reset 
button down for 5 

seconds.

Confirm the indicator light is blinking 
rapidly, tap the circle to confirm. Tap Next. 

1. On the Home 
Panel, Tap “+” in 
upper corner, to 
add a new device.

2. Select Add Device 
from the list.

3. Choose Doorbell 
Video Cameras 
from the options.
