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Firsty, attach the Side panels & Zipper doors with Elasti balls, Velcros and Buckles. Secondly, Push the peg 
through the hole at the bottom of the cover and insert it into the ground to tight the cover . Finally, pass one 
end of the rope through the hole in the top cover and tie it to the pole inside, then tie the other end of the 
rope to the Auger Anchor and insert it into the ground to secure the tent.

NOTE: Securing the tent with ropes, pegs, auger anchors is very important, for the safety of the tent, please 
follow the installation instructions.
