Step # 3

Long Point down ——>

Start by assembling the 2x6 Headers.

Lay one 2x6 Outside Header Ply on the ground.

Be sure to lay all the parts on cardboard or other
protective wrap top keep from getting scratch and
damaged. Place with the long point of 45° cut down.

Place one 2x6 Inside Left & Right Ends Header Ply on
top of the 2x6 Outside Header Ply. Place with the long
point of 45° cut down.

Align on top and bottom and the 45° cut. Fasten with
2 5" Screws through pre-drilled holes.

Place a 2x6 Inside Center Header Ply as shown.

Align with the other plies and fasten with 2 '2” Screws
through pre-drilled holes.

Place the second 2x6 Outside Header Ply under the
Inside Center Header Ply.

Align and fasten with 2 2" Screws.

Place the second 2x6 End Header Ply as shown.

Align and fasten with 2 /2" Screws through
pre-drilled holes.




Header Assembly complete.
Repeat steps 3 - 11 to assemble the rest of the Headers.

You should have four Header Assemblies.

Place a Header Assembly on the floor as shown. Place
a Top of Post Bracket on the one end.

Align the Bracket with the Inside Header Ply.

Fasten Bracket to Header Assembly with two (2) 1 /4”
Black Head Screws through pre-drilled holes in the
Bracket.

Repeat steps 13-15 to install the Top of Post Bracket
on the opposite end of the Header Assembly.

Lay the 5x5 Post on the floor. Place one (1) Post Base
Bracket on one end of the Post.




Align the Bracket with the end of the Post. Fasten
Bracket to Post with four (4) 2 %2 Screws.

Turn the post over on the opposite side.

Place the second Post Base Bracket onto the Post
opposite of the first Bracket. Fasten to Post with four
(4) 2 2 Screws. Repeat steps xx-xx to install the Post
Base Brackets on all the Post.

Locate the Post Base Trim.

Slide the Post Base Trim onto the Post. Take note of
the Notch in the Post Base Trim. This notch goes over
the Post Base Bracket that was previously installed on
the Post.

Slide the Post Base Trim all the way to the end of the
Post. Repeat steps xx-xx to install the Post Base Trim

on all Post.
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Set two Post upright Approximately 129 !4 apart.

While holding the post, lift a Header Assembly to the
top of the Post. Set the Bracket on top of the Post.

Align the top of the Header Assembly with the top
of the Post. Align the short point of the 45° cut of the
Header Assembly with the side of the Post.

While keeping the Header Assembly in place, fasten
the Bracket to top of Post with four (4) 1 /4” Black
Head Screws.

Step#28 | 0 TT——

Follow steps 26 & 27, to fasten the opposite end of the
Header Assembly.

Using the %6~ Drill bit (Provided) and a Power Drill
(not provided), pre-drill into the Post through the
pre-drilled holes in the Header Assembly. Only drill
6”. Be sure not to drill all the way through the Post.




Using a 7" Socket Wrench, install the 3x6” Lags
through the " Washers and into the Post through the
pre-drilled holes.

Repeat steps 29 & 30 to install the %4x6” Lags at the
opposite end.

Set another Post approximately 129 2" away. Then set
another Header Assembly to the top of Post.

Fasten the Bracket to top of Post with four (4) 1 /4”
Black Head Screws through pre-drilled holes.

Two more Screws

Repeat steps 29 & 30 to install the %7x6” Lags.

Install the ¥:”x6” Lags on the opposite end.
Install two (2) 1 ¥4” Black Head Screws through the

Bracket into the Header.



Repeat steps 32 - 35 to install the remaning Post and
two Header Assemblies.

Use a tape measure to measure the distance from
corner to corner. Adjust the Post to make each distance
the same.

Locate the Left and Right Side Braces.

Choose the correct Brace for this side. Place one end
of the Brace onto the Post and the other under the
Header Assembly. Hold a speed square at the corner
Post and Header Assembly and adjust the post to make
a 90° corner.

Fasten the inside to the Header Assembly with two (2)
¥4°x3” Black GRK Screws.

Fasten the other end to the Post with two (2) /4”x3”
GRK Screws.
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Repeat steps 38-41 to install the next Brace.

Repeat steps 38-42 to install all remaining Braces.

Check the measurement across the corners again as
shown on step 37. Adjust the Post as needed. You are
now ready to anchor the Post.

Slide the Post Base Trim up.

After the Pavilion is square and at the desired location,
using a %6~ drill bit, pre-drill two (2) holes into the
Concrete or Wood Floor through the hole on the
bracket.

Using a 76 Socket, install two (2) Anchoring Screws
through the Pre-drilled holes.




Repeat steps 46 & 47 to install two more Anchoring
Screws on the other side of the Post.

Slide the Post Base Trim down over the Post Base
Brackets and Anchoring Screws.

Repeat steps 46 - 48 to install the Anchoring Screws
on all remaining Post.

After installing the Anchoring Screws, Slide all the
Post Base Trim down into place.

You are now ready to assemble the Rafters as shown
above.

Locate two (2) of the 2x4 Rafters.

Lay down on the floor. Remember to lay on cardboard
or other protective material to keep the Rafters from
getting scratched or damaged.

Align the angle cut of the Rafters together at the top.
Using your tape measure, adjust to make the distance
140” as shown above.

Place a Rafter Assembly Bracket at the splice.

Align the small groove in the Bracket with the two
Rafters. Also align the cut on the bottom with the
bottom of the Rafters.

Install four (4) 1 4 Black Head Screws into each
Rafter through the pre-drilled holes of the bracket.
(Eight (8) Total Screws)

Locate the 2x4 Collar Ties. Place on top of the Rafter
Assembly. Align the angle cut of the Collar Ties with
the top of the Rafters.




Keeping both ends of the Collar Tie aligned, fasten to
Rafter with three (3) 2 /2" Screws.

Install three (3) 2 2" Screws on the opposite end of
the Collar Tie.

Repeat steps 54 -61 to assemble the remaining Rafter
Assemblies. You should have a total of five (5)
Assemblies. (There will be four (4) extra 2x4 Rafters
that do not get assembled now.)

Locate the 2x6 Double Web Post.

Equal Distance from the Header Splice

Place on top of the Header Assembly. Place with the
shorter ply towards the outside of the Pavilion.

Measure the distance as shown above.




Fasten the Double Web Post to the Header with two
(2) 2 2" Screws.

Install the two (2) 2 ' Screws on the opposite side of
the Header.

Lift a 2x4 Rafter up onto the Header and the Double
Web Post.

Align the Rafter at the top with the center of the
Double Web Post.

Fasten the top of the 2x4 Rafter to the Double Web
Post with two (2) 2 '2” Screws.

Align the bottom of the 2x4 Rafter with the end of the
Header Assembly.




Align here

Fasten Rafter to Header Assembly with one (1) 5 Star
Drive Screw through pre-drilled hole.

Repeat steps 68 - 72 to install the 2x4 Rafter on the
opposite side.

Locate the 2x6 Web Brace.

Place the Web Brace under the Rafter as shown.

Fasten top of Web Brace to the Rafter with one (1)
2 5” Screw.

Fasten the bottom of the Web Brace to the Header
Assembly with one (1) 2 2" Screw.




Repeat steps 75 - 77 to install the Web Brace on the
opposite side.

Repeat steps 64 - 78 to install the Rafters, Web Post
and Braces on the opposite side.
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Step # 81 |
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Hold the Gable Web Bracket onto the side of the
Header Assembly and Web Braces.

Align the grooves in the Bracket with the Header
Assembly at the points shown with the arrows above.

Ste #8-2

Fasten the Bracket to the Header and Web Post and
Braces with 1 4” Black Head Screws through
pre-drilled holes in Bracket.

Repeat steps 80 - 82 to install the Gable Web Bracket
on the opposite side of the Pavilion.
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Locate the Rafter Spacer Block.

Place a Rafter Assembly on top of the Header
Assemblies.

Lay the Rafter Spacer Block on top of the Header.
One end against the end Rafter. Then put the Rafter
Assembly against the opposite end.

Fasten the Rafter Assembly to the Header with one (1)
5” Stardrive Screw.

Repeat steps 86 & 87 to fasten the opposite end of the
Rafter Assembly to the Header.

Move the Rafter Spacer Blocks over to the other side
of the Rafter Assembly.




Repeat steps 85 - 89 to install the remaining Rafter
Assemblies.

After all the Rafters are installed, you are ready to
install the Roof Lath.

Large notch Small notch

Locate the %4°x 6” Roof Lath. Notice the one end has a
larger notch than the other end.

Place the first Roof Lath on top of the Rafters. (See
next step for alignment)

Large notch Small notch

The large notch goes on the Rafter at the end.

Align the Roof Lath with the Rafter as shown above.




Fasten Roof Lath to each Rafter with two (2) 2 /2”
Screws.

Repeat steps 93 - 96 to install the Roof Lath next to
the first one.

Fasten to each Rafter with two (2) 2 /2" Screws.

Repeat steps 93 - 98 to install the Roof Lath on the
opposite side.

Align here

Place another Roof Lath on the Rafters at the bottom
side.

Align the Roof Lath with the end of the Rafter.




Fasten to each Rafter with two (2) 2 /2" Screws.

Repeat steps 100 - 102 to install the Roof Lath on the
opposite end.

Lath.

Lath on the opposite side.

Locate the Metal Ridge Clips. Place on top of the
Roof Lath at the very top of the Pavilion.

Align directly in the center on top of the two Roof
Lath.

Measure the distance from the end of the Gable Trim
to the Metal Ridge Clip. Adjust to make this distance

Fasten Metal Ridge Clip to Roof Lath with %4 Painted
Washer Header Screws through pre-drilled holes..

Keeping the Metal Ridge Clip aligned across the top,
fasten to Roof Lath with %4 Painted Washer Header
Screws through pre-drilled holes.

Repeat steps 120 - 124 to install the Metal Ridge Clip
on the opposite side of the Pavilion.




Locate the Metal Ridge Cap.

Slide in from one end through the Metal Ridge Clip.
(See next steps for alignments)

Be sure the Metal Ridge Clip goes inside the Metal
Ridge Cap on both sides.

Repeat steps 127 - 131 to install the Metal Ridge Cap
on the opposite side.

Fasten to the Ridge Cap Splice Piece and the Ridge
Clip with two (2) ¥+ Painted Washer Head Screws.
(One on each side)

Locate the Metal Drip Edge. Place on top of the Roof
Lath at the bottom side.

Align the Drip Edge with the end of the Gable Trim.

Fasten the Drip Edge with % Nails through
pre-drilled holes.

Install the remaining %" Nails through the pre-drilled
holes.

Repeat steps 137- 140 to install the Drip Edge next to
the first one.

Repeat steps 137 - 141 to install the Drip Edge on the
opposite side of the pavilion.

Locate the 5V Metal Panel. Place the first Metal Panel
on top of the Roof Lath.

Notice the ends of the Metal Panel. Be sure to place in
the correct orientation. Be sure the raised edge of the
Metal Panel is towards the outside.

Push the Metal Panel under the Ridge Cap at the top.

Push under the Ridge Cap and align with the Gable
Trim.

Align with the Metal Drip Edge and the Gable Trim at
the bottom.

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Metal Panel aligned. Fasten the Metal Panel to the Roof Lath with one (1)

74" Painted Washer Header Screw through pre-drilled
hole. (Only fasten in the center for now.)




Install three (3) more % Painted Washer Header
Screws through pre-drilled holes.

Place the second Metal Panel on top of the Roof Lath.

Place the end of the Second Panel over the first panel.

Slide under the Ridge Cap. Make flush at the bottom
with the Drip Edge.

Fasten Metal Panel to Roof Lath with %4 Painted
Washer Head Screws through pre-drilled holes.

Repeat steps 151 - 154 to install the remaining Metal
Panels.




Repeat steps 143 - 155 to install the Metal Panels on
the opposite side.

Locate the Metal Rake Trim. Place on top of the Metal
Panel at the end. Slide under the Ridge Cap at the top.

Be sure to slide the Metal Rake Trim under the Ridge
Cap. (You may need to lift the Ridge Cap slightly to
get the Metal Rake Trim under it.)

Align the Rake Trim with the Drip Edge at the bottom
and push in against the Gable Trim.

Fasten the Rake Trim with one (1) % Painted Washer
Head Screw through pre-drilled hole.

Fasten the Rake Trim at each Roof Lath location with
one (1) ¥4 Painted Washer Header Screw through
pre-drilled hole.




Step # 163 |48

Fasten Rake Trim from the side with one (1) %"
Painted Washer Head Screw through pre-drilled hole.

Fasten the Rake Trim from the side with %4” Painted
Washer Head Screwsthrough the remaning pre-drilled
holes.

Repeat steps 157 - 163 to install the remaning Rake
Trim on the opposite sides of the Pavilion.
