ASSEMBLY OF THE TREE STAND 

1)  Remove the tree stand from the storage bag and open the tree stand to form an “X.” (see Figure A)  

2)  The bottom tree section has 72” power cord attached. Plug this cord into either an outlet or power strip. 

room for the tree pole to be inserted into the stand. 

6) Place the tree stand in the desired location for your tree. Once the tree is fully assembled, it may be too

3) Do not unplug or remove the adapter attached to the electrical plug. 

4) Align the holes in your stand for the insertion of the 3 eyebolts. 

5) Insert each eyebolt and begin threading in a clock-wise motion for a couple of rotations only. Leave enough 

 

ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS FOR WARM WHITE LED LIGHTS 8 FUNCTIONS 

Carefully unpack all tree components from the carton. Your tree should 

include the following: 

1 Folding metal tree stand with 3 eyebolts 

 

6.5’-7.5’ tree- 3 tree sections and stand.

9’ tree- 4 tree sections and stand. 

12’ tree- 5 tree sections and stand.

TROUBLESHOOTING 

Your Tree should instantly light as each section of your tree is 

connected. If your tree does not light, please disconnect, then 

reattach the connection to ensure a clean connection. If this does not 

solve the issue, ensure that all electrical connections are made. 

If a bulb goes out, use enclosed replacement bulbs to relight your 

tree. This should be done quickly to ensure that the life of your light 

strands will be extended. 

If a group of bulbs go out, this problem is easily fixed by replacing the 

bulbs. 

Use the included replacement bulbs to replace each of the lights in 

the group. 

IMPORTANT, in a multi colored tree, be sure to replace old bulb with 

a bulb of the same color. Red bulb should be replaced with red. 

There will be ample amounts of lights to ensure this can occur. 

 

DISASSEMBLY & STORAGE OF THE TREE 

1) Unplug the bottom tree section from the wall outlet and/or 

power strip. 

2) Lift each section straight up as you remove it from the section 

below. 

3) Not removing each section by pulling straight out, may result in a 

bent pole or a disconnected electric connection in the pole. 

4) Gently fold the branches up toward the center and place in 

storage container. 

5) To remove the bottom section of the tree from the stand, hold 

the tree pole upright while loosening the eyebolts located on the 

tree stand. 
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1) Locate the bottom section of the tree 

2) Remove the protective plastic cap from the end of the pole and place that 

end into the tree stand. 

3) Tighten the eyebolts on the tree stand until the pole is secure 

4) Carefully untie the white nylon strap holding the branches together. 

CAUTION: Be sure not to cut any of the light set wires. 

5) Gently guide the branches downward into place to create desired look. 

6) Locate the next section of the tree 

7) Remove the protective plastic cap from the end of the pole and insert that 

end into the pole from bottom section until it is fully seated. This will 

engage the power of 2nd section and the tree will instantly light the second 

section. 

8) Connect each section by inserting the poles straight into the previous piece. 

Bending the tree to accommodate height, may lead to a missed connection 

or bent pole. 

9) Carefully cut white nylon strap holding the branches together. CAUTION: 

Be sure not to cut any of the light set wires. 

10) Gently guide the branches downward into place. 

11) Depending on the height of the tree you have purchased, you will continue 

to build your tree upward section by section in this fashion until it is 

completed. 

12) Check your tree for any loose, unlit or damaged bulbs. Although the tree will 

still operate, the bulbs must be replaced promptly to ensure the performance 

and life expectancy of your tree.

• When the light on transformer or RF remote flash twice it means that function is on timer 

 

• **ADD ONS BELOW** 
• Press button slowly and cleanly to change functions. Rapid pushing overloads the chip and 

will require several minutes to reset. 
 

o Activating Timer: 

• After using the Function Buttons to choose desired light setting, push the Timer Button and choose the time-period 
you want it to begin. Tree will come on at same time every day.

• Basic Disassembly Steps: 

o Unplug the extension cord plugs the wall. Take off all of your ornaments and tree decorations 

before packing your tree back into its storage boxes. 

 
o Starting from the top, gently lift off each section. Each section should be packed away in the carton that 

it came in. Each tree section should be turned upside down and then carefully press branches toward 

center pole for easier placement into the storage box. Carefully place the tree in its box and tape it 

shut. 

 
o DO NOT STORE TREE IN A DAMP AREA OR IN AN AREA WHERE THE TEMPERATURE EXCEEDS
