3-month Limited Warranty

We warrant for a period of 3 months from the original date of purchase, this product against any defects in materials
or workmanship. At its discretion, we may provide replacement parts to original purchaser. Original receipt or proof
of purchase as well as proof of defect is required. We will not be responsible for shipping costs incurred outside the
continental USA.

All replacement products or parts will assume the remaining warranty of the original product. This warranty gives
you specific legal rights. Youmay also have other rights, which vary from state to state.

Itisyourresponsibilitytoread and savetheseinstructions beforeattempting to setup your
commercial canopy. Wewould also like to suggest that you follow these safety precautions, care
and maintenancetips when using your canopy.

1. Never set up or continue to use in any rain, wind or storm conditions, especially lightning storms. Damage can
occur to your canopy and put you and others in potential danger.

2. Wesuggest that you take your time to avoid bending the frame or pinching your fingers or hands while
opening and closing the frame.

3. Avoid setting up your canopy on steep inclines.

4. Do not use your canopy for permanent shelter. It is designed for temporary use only.

5. Keep your canopy away from heat and flames at all times. Do not barbecue or build fires under your canopy.
6. Never leave your canopy unattended.

7. Hand washes the canopy using only mild soap and water. Never use harsh detergents, abrasivesor bleach.
Do not machine wash fabric components.

8. Never fold or store your canopy when it is wet or damp. Let it dry completely to avoid mildew.

9. The frame MUST be staked or properly weighted down at all times.

10. Forbest resultsinkeepingyour top cleanandavoid smallripsandtears, itisrecommended that the topbe
removed from the frame and stored in the carry bag after each use.

ATTACH THE BIG TOP
Step 1

You will need:
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® Partially open the frame (A).

® Insertthe exposed end of the eave extender (B) into thefittings at each corner of the
frame (A) . They will click into place.

@ Unfoldthelarge canopy top (D) and placeitover the open frame. Align the corner
pockets with the frame corners.

@ Pullthecornerofthecanopy over each each Eave Extendertube, making surethetube
goes inside the canopy pocket.




ATTACH TNE SMALL TOP & UNFOLD THE CANOPY

Step 2
You will need:
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@ Placethesmallcanopy top overthecentral hub oftheframe. Secure each of thefour corners

of the solid fabric onto hooks of the central frame as shown.
@ With the help of another person, pull the frame outward from opposite corners to unfold your

canopy.




LOCK THE FRAME & ADJUST THE CANOPY HEIGHT
Step 3
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@ Raiseandlockyourcanopy frameby pushingthe cornersliderup until each onelocksinto place.

@ Your canopy heightis adjusted by pushing the circular push pininto unlock thelegs. Pull or push
onthebottom leg section to raise or lower the canopy height.
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ATTACH THE NETTING ROPES
Step 4

You will need: @
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® Securetheendsoftheropestoadjacentcornersoftheframeaboveeachlegbytyingaknot.
® Reinforcetheropesoneachsidebysecuringthemwiththeincludedvelcrostraps.
@ FinishattachingthelargecanopyinsidethecanopyframeusingtheVelcroloops.




ATTACH THE MOSQUITO NETTING
Step 5

You will need:
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® Openthecurtainrings and loop them through the sewn-in loops on the top edge of the

mosquito netting.

@ Securethemosquito netting to theropes using the curtain rings. Continue around the canopy

until the entire mosquito netis secured.
® The netting/curtains can betied back once attached.
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SECURE THE CANOPY IN PLACE
Step 6

You will need:

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® Inserttheleg skirthookto the bottom of the canopy legs.
® Use?2pcsstakesateachfoottosecureyourcanopydownandkeepitfrommoving.




SECURE THE CANOPY IN PLACE

You will need:

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@ Attachropes atthetop fourcorners ofthe canopy and securetheminto othe ground
using the big stakes for added stability.
