Attach the Front Axle

1-2. Insert the steering column through the hold in the steering motor on the vehicle
body, and ensure the square block on the steering column clamp into the steering
motor, then rotate the steering column firmly to make it in the position as shown in
the figure 2-A.

3. Romove the steering column so that the front alxe can be assembled to
the body.
