Quick heads-up: If your current toilet doesn't sport a supply shut-off valve
beneath the tank, make sure to pop one in before you dive into setting up
your shiny new throne.

START INSTALLATION
1. Remove Old Toilet

 • Turn off the water supply.
 • Flush the toilet to empty the tank. Remove any water left in the tank or bowl.
 • Disconnect the supply line from the tank.
 • Remove decorative caps. Unscrew nuts that attach the toilet to the floor.
   Remove toilet.
 • Make sure the water supply valve is shut off before installation.
 • Remove old toilet bolts from toilet flange. Clean any old wax, putty, etc.
   from base area.

2. Install or relocate the water supply and outlet as necessary to conform to
    the rough-in dimensions of your new toilet. Ensure that the shut-off valve is
    greater than 7¹/₂” from the center of the drain to the center of the shut-
    off valve on either side. 

NOTE: This is a true 12” rough-in toilet from finished wall to center of the drain
(no less than 12”). Baseboard thickness may reduce rough-in dimension.
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Adapter
(Fits ¹/₂″ toilet water supply line)

5. Connect the water supply line to the toilet. A ⁷/₈″ to ¹/₂″ fill valve adapter is 
     included for optional use.

NOTE: The water supply line may be connected directly behind the toilet 
or routed through the side access opening. If routed through the opening, 
the side access cover is not required.

3. If replacing a toilet, scrape off and remove all wax residue with a cleaner.
    Toilet flange must be clean and dry. 

4. Insert the new T-bolts and plastic washers. (Flange is not included.)



7. Install the wax ring evenly around the waste outlet, with the tapered end 
    of the ring facing the toilet. Apply a thin bead of sealant around the 
    toilet base.

NOTE: The image is for illustrative purposes only. Please refer to the 
actual product.
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8. Apply weight evenly.

6.Install the side access cover.

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9. Hand-tighten the nuts and alternately tighten them until secure. 
    Do not overtighten.

10. Install the decorative side cover.

Removal Tip: To remove the cap, insert the provided 
screw from the inside and push the cap outward.

①Install the components in the order shown in the 
illustrations.

Assembly Tip: Thread the plastic anchor halfway onto 
the screw before insertion to ensure proper anchoring.

②Insert the pre-assembled unit into the side access hole. 
Tighten the screw until secure.

③Snap the decorative cap into place to conceal the screw 
head.
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11. Trip lever assembly

① Romove the components from trip lever arm before installation.

rubber washer plastic washer retaining nut

② Insert the lever arm through the tank opening, then secure it with the         
    retaining nut. Do not overtighten.

③ Attach the flapper chain to one of the holes on the lever arm and leave 
    slight slack for proper operation.



12. Connect the water supply line to the water valve. Do not overtighten.

Shut-off Valve
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① Place the seat on the bowl and align it with the mounting holes.

② Insert the long mounting screws through 
the hinge openings and down into the 
toilet’s mounting holes.

③ From the underside of the toilet bowl, 
slide the washers onto the bolts and thread 
on the plastic mounting nuts.

④ Refer to the side view to ensure the bolt, 
washer, and nut are layered correctly against 
the ceramic bowl. Ensure the hinge cap clicks 
firmly into place to conceal the assembly.

13. Toilet seat installation

14. After installation, flush several times and check for leaks.



• Do not use in-tank cleaners in your toilet. Products containing chlorine can
   seriously damage fittings in the tank. This can cause leakage and damage.
• Do not use cement while installing toilet.
• Wipe surfaces clean and rinse completely with water immediately after
   applying cleaner. Rinse and dry any overspray that lands on nearby surfaces.
   Do not allow cleaners to soak on surfaces.
• Use soft, dampened sponge or cloth. Never use abrasive materials such as
   hard-bristle brushes or scouring pads to clean surfaces. Use of any abrasive
   materials may damage the porcelain glaze.
• If you live in a hard water area, make certain that the rim-jet holes
   underneath the rim of the toilet bowl are kept clean to ensure proper flushing.

Poor flush
• Adjust the tank water level to match the waterline.
• Fully open the water supply shut-off valve.
• Clear obstructions from the trapway, jet or rim holes.

No flush
• Clean or replace the flapper if it is worn, dirty, or misaligned with the flush
    valve opening.
• Clean area around the flush valve opening to allow flapper to seal.
• Adjust the tank water level if it is too high.
• Replace the fill valve if the valve float sinks.
   
Tank takes excessive time to fill
• Fully open the water supply shut-off valve.
• Check supply line for a kink and remove if necessary.
• Clean valve inlet, valve head, or supply line. Flush lines to clear any debris.

There is excessive noise when the tank is filling
• Partially close the water supply shut-off valve if the water pressure to the toilet
    is too high. Check the toilet performance following any such adjustment.
• Remove dirt or obstructions from the fill valve head. Flush the lines to clear
   any debris.

TROUBLESHOOTING GUIDE
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• If you live in a hard water area, make certain that the holes in the toilet rim
   are kept clean to ensure proper bowl flushing.
• Toilet bowl cleaners should be used at least once a week.
• Use a long-handled brush to clean the rim holes and to clean as far into the
   trap as possible to prevent mineral deposits from forming.
• Most toilet bowl cleaners are not harmful to the vitreous china surface of
   the toilet bowl. Please follow the bowl cleaning instructions carefully.

WARNING

• DO NOT USE ABRASIVE CLEANERS OR SOLVENTS.
• DO NOT USE ANY CEMENT WHILE INSTALLING THE TOILET
• Expansion due to heat may damage the base of the toilet. Los Flexi will not be
   responsible for any heat damage.
• Do not throw material into the toilet can easily clog such as newspaper, paper
   towels, or sanitary napkins.
• Take care not to strike vitreous china with force to prevent damage and leaks.
• Do not use the toilet with water below 0℃ (32.0℉).
