Locate the accessory box and remove the individual parts and components, as well as the
screw and hardware packages. Lay them out in sequential order to aid in the completion
of the installation.

NOTE: DO NOT throw any packaging away until door is assembled. Door seals are
sometime confused as packaging. Please locate them immediately and set them aside for
later use.



Measure the Distance
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Install all of the wall material or materials you intend to use before installing the Glass
Clamp (20) and Return Glass Panel (19), this includes all moisture resistant wall board or
rock board, tile, stone or other wall covering.

Determine the location for your Return Glass Panel (19), that it sits securely on the curb
and is within the Width Dimension "C".

NOTE:

Please check with a level to ensure that the Vertical Channel (7) is absolutely plumb

against your shower wall.

Refer to the drawing above, measure and mark the shower wall and floor for drilling
locations to attach Glass Clamp (20) and Vertical Channel (7).

Care and Maintenance

As with any luxury item, maintenance and care are critical to the long-lasting quality and
enjoyment of your shower door. The proper care and maintenance outlined in this section
are necessary to ensure the longevity of the unit. Damage caused by not following the
care and maintenance guidelines in this section is not covered under the manufacturer's
warranty.

Caring for your Hardware:

o The best way to maintain the beautiful finish on your shower's hardware is use a
dry towel to thoroughly dry the hardware after every use. Hardware kept clean regularly
will not collect mineral deposits and require the use of a cleansing solution.

o If a cleansing solution is required, use only a mild soap and warm water in small
amounts, and gently clean with a non-abrasive cloth. After cleaning, rinse thoroughly
with warm water and dry.

O Important: many over-the-counter cleaners will harm the metal or
powder-coat finish causing permanent damage even though their directions
may indicate safe use. Additionally, never use a scouring agent to clean the
metal or glass.

° Regularly inspect your hardware for loosening due to usage and home shifting.
Inspect and tighten hinges, glass clamps, support bars, wall channels, rollers, door
guides and any other associated hardware pieces.
