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4\ OPERATION INSTRUCTIONS AND WARNING

Before use, prepare a level surface with the proper Safe Play Zone. Follow
the warning and operation instructions during use.

@® Ensure there are no missing pieces before assembly and each use.

® Check the package and ensure no small parts have fallen out during shipment.

@® The product is not intended for public use.

® Always keep safety in mind during assembly and use.

@® Ensure proper and complete assembly, use and supervision. Always give adult
supervision when used by children.

® The maximum weight is 600 Ib. Instruct children to sit in the center of the swings

with their full weight on the seats.

Do Not allow children to use the swing set until properly assembled.

Do Not move the swing set while it is in use.

Do Not twist swing chains or ropes or loop them over the swing beam.

Do Not allow children to swing empty seats.

Do Not allow children to get off the swing seat while it is in motion.

Do Not allow children to use the swing set while it is wet.

Do Not attach items to the swing set that are not designed for use with the equip-

ment, such as but not limited to, jump ropes, clotheslines, pet leashes and cables.

Do Not add extra length to the chains or ropes. The chains or ropes provided are

designed for the swinging element(s).

® Check and make sure all of the fasteners are secured before each use.

@ Place the swing set no less than 6.6ft (2m) from any structure or obstruction such
as a fence, garage, house, overhanging branches, laundry or electrical wires.

The following chart explains the fall height in feet from which a life-threaten-
ing head injury would not be expected.

NOTE:

Place the swing set on a level, well-drained ground, not less than 6.6 ft (2 m) from
any structure or obstruction such as a fence, garage, house, overhanging branch-
es, laundry or electrical wires.

Provide enough room for safe use.

Separate active and quiet activities from each other. For example, locate sandbox-
es away from the swing.

Do not install the swing set over concrete, asphalt, packed earth or other hard
surfaces.

® Create a site free of obstacles that could cause injuries. Such as low overhanging

tree branches, overhead wires, tree stumps and/or roots, large rocks, bricks and
concrete.

Step 1: Swing Beam Assembly
NOTE: The assembly is required at least two adults.

1. Plug the two '3 end plugs into the two ‘1 end beam frames.

2. Flip the ‘2 middle beam and one ‘1 end beam over with the hanger connections
facing up as shown. Keep the ‘2 and 1 on a level, connect them with the (7 casing
tube and align holes, and secure them with 4pcs bolts and 4pcs nuts.

3. Repeat to secure the other ‘1 end beam to the ‘2 middle beam as shown in the
following figure.

1. Connect one (4 upper frame leg to one ‘5 lower frame leg, and secure them
with the 14 2.8” bolt and 15 nut through the lower hole as shown in the following
figure.

2. Repeat to connect the other three ‘4 upper legs and ‘5 lower legs.

2. Use the (6 cross bar to secure two adjacent legs with the 13 3” bolt and 15
nut through the upper hole of the (5 lower frame leg.

1. Use the 11 iron bar to insert the 10 ground stake into the ground at an angle of
30~45° to the ground.

2. Install the '8 anchored feet to the swing frame leg with the 10 ground stake
and 12 bolt set.

3. Tighten all fasteners at this time.

Belt swing assembly: connect the chains of the belt swing to the 22 carabiner.

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Saucer swing assembly:

1. Insert 4 20 iron tubes into the 19 swing seat.
2. Connect the adjacent iron tubes two by two to form a circle.

3. Cover it up with the hook & loop, then insert the bolt on the 21 swing rope into
the hole at the joint.

4. Put the washer and nut onto the bolt, and tighten with the 24 spanner until 3-4
threads of bolts are exposed, then put the nut cap onto the bolt and tighten it.

5. Unlock the 22 carabiner, and connect it to the swing rope.

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Step 7: Hanging Swings to Swing Beam
Attach the swings assembled in step 6 to the swing hangers as shown in the following
figure.
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MAINTENANCE AND CARE

Routine checks and maintenance are required for the safe use of the swing set.

Saucer swing assembly:

@ Tighten all fasteners.
@ Lubricate all metallic moving parts if necessary.

® Check all protective coverings on bolts, tubes, bars and corners. Replace them if
they are loose, cracked or missing.

® Check all moving parts for wear, rust or other deterioration, including swing seats,
ropes, and chains. Replace if necessary.

® Check metal parts for rust. If found, sand and repaint with a non-leaded paint that
complies with the 16 CFR 1303.

@ Reinstall any plastic parts that have been removed for the cold season, such as
swing seats or any other items.

® Rake and inspect the depth of protective surfacing materials to avoid compaction
and to maintain appropriate depth. Replace if necessary. (See page 1)

Twice a month during play season:
® Tighten all fasteners.

® Check all protective coverings on bolts, tubes, bars, and corners. Replace them if
they are loose, cracked or missing.

® Rake and check the depth of protective surfacing materials to avoid compaction
and to maintain appropriate depth. Replace if necessary. (See page 1)

® Once a month during play season:
@ Lubricate all metallic moving parts if necessary.

® Check all moving parts for wear, rust or other deterioration, including swing seats,
ropes and chains. Replace if necessary.
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At the end of each play season or when the temperature drops below
40F (5C):

® Remove plastic swing seats and other items, and take them indoors or do not use
them.

® Rake and check the depth of protective surfacing materials to avoid compaction
and to maintain appropriate depth. Replace if necessary. (See page 1)

® If the warning sticker is illegible, destroyed, or removed, contact customer service
for help.

Disposal of the swing set: make sure that no unreasonable hazards will exist at
the time the swing set is discarded, and follow all local disposal requirements.
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
