This is a multi-functional room air-exchanging, air-processing appliance, designed
to provide the following functions: Air Conditioning, Dehumidifying, Heating (for heating
mode only) and Independent Fan.

Battery replacement : Remove the cover on the back of the remote control and insert the batteries with the
(+)and (-)poles pointing in the proper direction.

CAUTION A

Use only AAA or IEC R03 1.5V batteries.

Remove the batteries if the remote control is not used for a month or longer.

Do not attempt to recharge the supplied batteries included.

All batteries should be replaced at the same time, do not use new and old batteries together.
Do not dispose of the batteries in a fire as they may explode.

1. Adjust the plastic panel to the width or height of your window and tighten
the 2 screws that are attached to the panel.

2. Push the round window panel adapter through the rear of the plastic panel.
Line up the holes and tighten the adapter with 4 screws that are included
in the kit. (Tighten screws from the front.)

3. Install the window plastic panel into the window. If necessary use duct
tape to better secure the panel.

4. Connect the exhaust hose to the unit by inserting the hose connector,

which is attached to the hose, into the exhaust hose.

5. Move the unit to the window, extend the hose and attach the other end of
the hose to the window. Align the tabs on the hose and window panel
adapters and fasten them together.

Troubleshooting ,

Problem

Possible Causes

Solutions

The portable air
conditioner does not turn
on

There was a power failure

The automatic switch, line
fuse, or breaker has been
tripped

The power supply voltage is
too low

The power cord is damaged

The LCDI plug for the unit is
tripped

Restore the power supply

Flip the switch / change the fuse / turn the
breaker back on. Also note that you may
have too many appliances drawing power on
one circuit, so you may need to move the
other appliances to another circuit

Move the unit onto another circuit with the
correct voltage

Call for service. Only authorized personnel
should replace damaged power cord or

power plug

Press the Reset button on the LCDI plug

The unit turns on, but the
compressor does not
turn on (the fan runs but
the unit is not cooling)

The room temperature is
outside of the operational
tolerances of the unit

The Cooling mode is not on

Press the Mode Control button until the

outlet before cleaning the air conditioner.

can dry out completely.

® |t is recommended that the air conditioner be put back into its original carton for
storage.

® Do not stack heavy objects on top of the air conditioner.

® Make sure to store the remote control with the air conditioner.




Installing the Carhon Filter ,

Your Whynter portable air conditioner comes with a pre-filter
and an activated carbon filter. The carbon filter helps to
remove contaminates and odor from the air. It is
recommended you replace the carbon filter every two months
or as needed. It is necessary to clean the pre-filter every
month. Follow the steps below to install the carbon filer.

CAUTION: Never operate
the air conditioner without
the pre-filter attached.

4. Reattach the filter frame.
