Place the crown (A) upside down on a flat surface

as shown in Diagram 1.

Insert small panels (C) to each end of the crown (A) and
tighten securely with the wing nuts (D). Secure the small

panels to the large panels using the column nuts. (Diagram 3)
Turn the shade over and hook on chains to secure it to the canopy (Diagram 4)
Weave the wire through the chain and
