SAFETY TIPS BEFORE INSTALL

1. To avoid the risk of electric shock, turn off the electricity at the main fuse box or circuit panel before beginning the fan
installing or fan servicing or accessories installing, ensure that the electricity remains off during the entire installation
or servicing process.

Read all instructions and safety information carefully before installing your fan and save these instructions.

3. Ensure that all electrical connections comply with local codes, ordinances, and the National Electrical Code. If you are
not familiar with electrical wiring, it is recommended to hire a qualified and licensed electrician.

4. WARNING: To reduce the risk of fire, electric shock, or personal injury, install to an outlet box marked "Acceptable Fan
Support" and use the mounting screws included with the outlet box. Most outlet boxes commonly used to support
lighting fixtures do not. included. That's acceptable for fan support and may need to be replaced. If in doubt, consult
a qualified electrician.

5. Use UL-listed general-use switches for the installation. Refer to the instructions provided with the light kits for proper
assembly.

6. Once the installation is complete, carefully check that all connections are securely tightened.

7. After making the electrical connections, position spliced conductors facing upwards and carefully insert them into the
outlet box. Make sure to separate the wires, with the grounded conductor and the equipment-grounding conductor
positioned on one side of the outlet box.

8. WARNING: To reduce the risk of electric shock and fire, do not use this fan with any solid state fan speed control
device or rheostat.

9. Wait until the fan comes to a complete stop before separating the reverse switch.
10. Never insert objects into the fan blades while they are in motion.
11. Take caution when working near or cleaning the fan to prevent personal injury or damage to the fan and other items.

12. Avoid using water or detergent to clean the fan or fan blades. Instead, use a dry dust cloth or a lightly dampened
cloth for most cleaning purposes.

NOTE: The manual's safety precautions and instructions provided here are not exhaustive and may not address all
potential conditions and situations. It is important to exercise common sense and caution during the installation and
operation of this fan.

MAINTENANCE

Due to the fan’s natural movement, connections may get loose after a period of
usage. To ensure a proper and safety usage, inspect the suspension system and

© Install the bulbs (not include)

tighten all connections every 6 months.

Cleaning your fan periodically will prolong its useful life. Basic cleaning procedures are as follows:

1. Please shut off the power before you clean the light fan and replace the bulbs.

2. The bulbs and nearby parts will be still hot after the power is shut off. To avoid burn, please clean them

after they are cooled down.

3. Don’ t use sandpaper, wire brush and other sharp tools to clean the light fan.

. Don’ t clean the light fan by using detergents, acid or alkaline solvents.

5. Use only soft or lint-free cloth to clean the light fan.

6. Please dry the ceiling fan by cold-blast air after cleaning, in order to prevent dangerous leakage caused
by water infiltrated into electriferous parts of the light fan or prevent rust of wet metal parts.

7. Thereis no need to oil the fan.




TROUBLE SHOOTING

Problem

» Check the main and branch circuit fuses or breakers.

» Check the line wire connections to the fan and switch wire connections

in the switch housing.

* The remote control
doesn’ t work.

* Re-pairing the remote and controller

(MTurn off the fan power or room power, then turn on again.
(@After the buzzer sounds, press 2 Speed and 2 Hour, then the fan starts to turn.

+ Replace the remote and controller

If the previous step is not effective, please contact us. We will help to send you
the replacement part.

* The fan is noisy.

+ Ensure all motor housing screws are installing snugly.
+ Ensure all the screws that attach the fan blade bracket to the motor hub are tight.

+ Ensure the wire nut connections are not ratting against each other or the interior

wall of the switch housing.

+ Allow a 24-hour "breaking in" period. Most noises associated with a new fan

disappear during this time.

+ If you are using the Ceiling Fan light kit,ensure the screws securing the glassware

are tight. Check that the light bulbs are also secure.

+ Ensure the canopy is a short distance from the ceiling. It should not touch the

ceiling.
