INSTALLATION GUIDE

1. Make sure that all the packing materials are removed from the inside of the door
and the oven cavity.
2. This microwave oven must be placed on a flat surface.




3. For correct operation, the oven must have sufficient airflow. Allow a minimum 8
inches of free space above the top surface of the oven and 2 inches on both
sides. The microwave oven rear plate must be placed close to the wall. Do not
cover or block any openings on the appliance. Do not remove feet.

4. The appliance should be only used as free-standing on a countertop at least 3
feet above the floor. It must not be built-in.

5. Do not operate the oven without glass turntable, roller support, and shaft in their
proper positions.

6. Make sure that the power cord is undamaged and does not run under the oven
or over any hot or sharp surface.

7. The power socket must be readily accessible so the microwave oven can be
easily unplugged in an emergency.

COOKING MATERIALS GUIDE

This section lists which materials and containers can be used in this microwave,
which have limited use for short periods, and which should not be used.

RECOMMENDED

Microwave dish — Use only containers that are microwave safe. Follow
instructions for heating food as provided on the food package.

Microwaveable plastic wrap — Use to retain steam. Leave a small opening for
some steam to escape and avoid placing it directly on the food.

Paper towels and napkins — Use for short-term heating and covering; these
absorb excess moisture and prevent spattering. Do not use recycled paper towels,
which may contain metal and could ignite.

Glass and glass-ceramic bowls and dishes — Use for heating or cooking.
Paper plates and cups — Use for short-term heating at low temperatures. Do not
use recycled paper, which may contain metal and could ignite.

Wax paper — Use as a cover to prevent spattering.

Thermometers — Use only those labeled "Microwave Safe" and follow all
directions. Check the food in several places. Conventional thermometers may be
used on microwave food once the food has been removed from the oven.

LIMITED USE

Aluminum foil — Use narrow strips of foil to prevent overcooking of exposed
areas. Using too much foil can damage your oven, so be careful. You should keep
distance of 1 inch between aluminum foil and cavity.




Ceramic, porcelain, and stoneware — Use these if they are labeled "Microwave
Safe". If they are not labeled, test them to make sure they can be used safely.
Plastic — Use only if labeled "Microwave Safe". Other plastics can melt.

NOT RECOMMENDED

Glass jars and bottles — Regular glass is too thin to be used in a microwave. It
can shatter and cause damage and injury.

Paper bags — These are a fire hazard, except for popcorn bags that are designed
for microwave use.

Styrofoam plates and cups — These can melt and leave an unhealthy residue
on food.

Plastic storage and food containers — Containers such as margarine tubs can
melt in the microwave.

Metal utensils — These can damage your oven. Remove all metal before
cooking.

But if you press RESET button during the pause
state, the program will be cancelled.

> After cooking ends, the display will show End and a beep will sound to remind the
user every two minutes until the user presses any button or opens the door.

» The electronic control system of the microwave oven has the feature of cooling. For
any cooking mode which has cooking time more than 2 minutes, open the door and
the oven fan will come on for about 3 minutes automatically to cool the oven.

SETTING THE CLOCK

This is a 24 or 12 hour clock. You can choose to set a 24-hour clock or a 12-hour clock
by pressing the CLOCK button.

1. Press CLOCK button once or twice to select 24 or 12 hour clock.

2. Use the number buttons to set the correct time.

3. Press CLOCK button once to confirm.

SETTING THE TIMER

1. Press the TIMER button once.

2. Use number buttons to set desired time. The longest cooking time you can set is
99 minutes and 99 seconds.

NOTE: When the countdown ends, the buzzer will beep to remind you. Time

countdown can be seen by pressing TIMER button and then you can cancel the

program by pressing RESET button when the display shows the time.

GRILL

Grill cooking is particularly useful for thin slices of meat, steaks, chops, kebabs,
sausages and pieces of chicken. It is also suitable for hot sandwiches and au gratin
dishes.

1. Press GRILL button once.

2. Use number buttons to set cooking time.

3. Press START button to start.

Note: When the microwave oven with grill function is first used, it may produce some
smoke and smell. This is a normal phenomenon, because the oven is made of a steel
plate coated with lubricating oil, and the new oven will produce fumes and odor
generated by burning the lubricating oil. This phenomenon will disappear after a period
of use.

MICROWAVE+GRILL

Combination 1: 30% time for microwave cooking, 70% time for grill cooking. Use for
fish or au gratin.

Combination 2: 55% time for microwave cooking, 45% time for grill cooking. Use for
puddings omelets, baked potatoes, and poultry.

1.  Press MICRO+GRILL button repeatedly to select "C-1" or "C-2".

2. Use number buttons to set cooking time.

3. Press START button to start.

NOTE: During cooking, you can press MICRO+GRILL button to check the combination
power level.
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CONVECTION

During convection cooking, hot air is circulated throughout the oven cavity to brown
and make crisp foods quickly and evenly. This oven can be programmed for ten
different cooking temperatures:

To preheat and cook with convection:

Your oven can be programmed to combine preheating and convection cooking

3. Use number buttons to indicate convection temperature (see table above).

4. Press START button to start. Beeps will sound when the designated temperature
is reached.

5. Open the door or press RESET button once, and then place container of food at
the center of the turntable.

6. Use number buttons to set cooking time.

7. Press START button to start.

NOTE: The longest preheat time is 30 minutes. When the designated temperature is

reached, there is a short sound every 5 seconds for 30 minutes. If the oven door is not

opened within the 30 minutes, the oven program will end automatically.

To cook with convection:

1.  Press CONVECTION button once.

3. Use number buttons to indicate convection temperature.

4. Use number buttons to set cooking time.

6. Press START button to start.

NOTE: During cooking, you can check the temperature by pressing CONVECTION

button.

MICROWAVE+ CONVECTION

This oven has four pre-programmed settings that make it easy to cook with both
convection heat and microwave automatically.

1.  Press MICRO+CONVECTION button once.

2. Use number button (1~4) to indicate cooking temperature.

3. Use number buttons to set cooking time.

NOTE: During cooking, you can check the combination power level by pressing

WEIGHT DEFROST

The defrosting time and power level are automatically set once the food weight is
programmed. The maximum frozen food weight is 64 oz.

1.  Press WEIGHT DEFROST button once.

2. Use number buttons to set food weight.

3. Press START button to confirm.

NOTE: During defrosting, the oven will pause and sound to remind user to turn food
over. Then, press START button to resume.

MULTI-STAGE COOKING

Your oven can be programmed for up to 3 automatic cooking sequences.

To set: Press and hold RESET for 3 seconds, then a beep will sound, and the oven will
turn on child lock mode and the lock indicator light will turn on. In the lock state, all
buttons are disabled.
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To cancel: Press and hold RESET button for 3 seconds to cancel the program. A beep
will sound and the lock indicator light will turn off.

PROTECTION

Overheating Protection - When the system enters into super high temperature
protection status, the digital display shows "EO1" and continues to beep. After
troubleshooting, press RESET button once, the system comes back to normal mode.

Low Temperature Protection - When the system enters into low temperature
protection status, the digital display shows "E02" and continues to beep. After
troubleshooting, press RESET button, the system comes back to normal mode.

Sensor Malfunction Protection - The system enters into protection mode when the
system sensor is short circuited. The display shows "E03" and continues to beep. After
troubleshooting, press RESET button, the system comes back to normal mode.

AUTO COOK

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CLEANING AND CARE

. Turn off the oven and unplug the power cord from the wall when cleaning.
. Keep the inside of the oven clean. When food splatters or spilled liquids adhere to

oven walls, wipe with a damp cloth. Mild detergents may be used if the oven gets
very dirty. Avoid using spray or other harsh cleaners. They may stain, streak or dull
the door surface.

The outside of the oven should be cleaned with a damp cloth. To prevent damage to
the operating parts inside the oven, water should not be allowed to seep into the
ventilation openings.

. Wipe the door and window on both sides, the door seals and adjacent parts

frequently with a damp cloth to remove any spills or spatters. Do not use abrasive
cleaners.

A steam cleaner is not be used.

Do not allow the control panel to become wet. Clean with a soft, damp cloth. When
cleaning the control panel, leave oven door open to prevent oven from accidentally
turning on.

. If steam accumulates inside or around the outside of the oven door, wipe with a soft

cloth. This may occur when the microwave oven is operated under high humidity
condition. This is normal.

It is occasionally necessary to remove the glass tray for cleaning. Wash the tray in
warm sudsy water or in a dishwasher.

The roller ring and oven floor should be cleaned regularly to avoid excessive noise.
Simply wipe the bottom surface of the oven with mild detergent. The roller ring may
be washed in mild, soapy water or in a dishwasher. When removing the roller ring,
be sure to replace it in the proper position.

Remove odors from your oven by combining a cup of water with the juice and skin of
one lemon in a microwaveable bowl. Microwave for 5 minutes. Wipe thoroughly and
dry with a soft cloth.

If the light bulb burns out, please contact Customer Service to have it replaced.
