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Step 2
Assemble the Bed Frame

Step 1
Footboard Assembly
Position the footboard rail (5)
between the two footboard
posts (4) Insert the bolts (C)
and washers (F) through the
pre-drilled holes as shown in
the diagram and hand-tighten
all bolts first to ensure proper
alignment

Open the side rail ① and align
the mounting bracket with the
appropriate holes on the corner
legs. After the bolts (B) and
washers  (F) are in place, use
the provided Allen wrench to
completely tighten
each bolt.

Note: Follow the direction indicated by the
red arrow in the detailed view for proper
installation.
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Step 3
Install center support bar
Place the center support rail (6)
at the corresponding positions at
both ends of the bed frame.
Tighten these completely with A
bolt (A) with the support leg (7).

Step 4
Install center support bar
Locate the middle transverse
tube and attach it to the
center rod using bolt C.
Secure the middle transverse
tube using bolt A through the
Mattress Gasket (14)

Note:Make sure each beam is fully seated
for maximum stability
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Step 5
Installing the Bed Slats
Place all bed slats across the side
rails as shown in the diagram.
Each slat should be securely
positioned in the designated slots.
