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CARE AND CLEANING FOR THE MIRROR

The mirrors are constructed of mirrored glass, steel and stainless steel. Use only a damp cloth to clean.

Ammonia or vinegar based cleaners can damage mirrors. A solution of 50% of water and 50% of isopropyl
alcohol is recommended for mirror cleaning.

A very mild detergent may be used to clean the surface. When cleaning, spray the cloth, not the mirror, or
surround surfaces. Do not use abrasive cleansers on any part of the mirror.
