Corner Block

With the assistance of another person, place Table Top (P1) bottom-side up on a flat, level surface and material that does not scratch
or damage the part.

Position a Table Leg (P2) against a corner of the table aprons and align the screw holes on (P2) to the screw holes on the corner
block.

Insert Hex Bolt (H1) fitted with Spring Washer (H2) and Flat Washer (H3) into each hole. Use Wrench (H4) to drive (H1) to fasten
Table Leg (P2) to corner block. Do not tighten (H1) completely until both bolts are in place - do not over-tighten.
Repeat the above assembly procedure for the other three table legs .

With the assistance of another person , set the table right-side up. The assemble of the table is complete.

a) Position Right Leg Frame (P2) Back Cushion (P1), Front Rail (P3) and Back Rail (P4) as shown on a material that does not scratch or
damage the parts.
b) Insert Wood Dowel (H3) into designated holes on (P1), (P3) and (P4) as indicated. Use a mallet to lightly tap in Wood Dowel if
necessary.
¢) Fasten (P1) to (P2) with JCBC Bolt (H1). Use Allen Key (HS5) to drive and tighten (H1). Do not over-tighten
d) Insert Barrel Nut (H2) into Front Rail (P3) and Back Rail (P4) as shown. Ensure hole of Barrel Nut is aligned to the drill-hole. Refer to
Instruction to install Barrel Nut.
e) Fasten Front Rail (P3) and Back Rail (P4) to (P2) with JCBC Bolt (H1). Use Allen Key (HS5) to tighten (H1). Do not over-tighten

STEP 2

CR - Right

a) Attach Left Leg Frame (P2) to Back Cushion (P1) , Front Rail (P3) and Back Rail (P4) as shown.
b) Fasten Left Leg Frame (P2) to (P1) with JCBC Bolt (H1). Use Allen Key (H5) to drive and tighten (H1). Do not over-tighten
¢) Insert Barrel Nut (H2) into Front Rail (P3) and Back Rail (P4) as shown. Ensure hole of Barrel Nut is aligned to the drill-hole.

d) Fasten Left Leg Frame (P2) to Front Rail (P3) and Back Rail (P4) with JCBC Bolt (H1). Use Allen Key (H5) to tighten (H1). Do not
over-tighten

STEP 3

a) Place Cushion Seat (P5) bottom-side up on an elevated surface (e.g. table top).

b) Position the chair frame assembly from STEP 2 with the legs facing up as shown and center seat frame to Cushion Seat (P5) with rear
of the Cushion Seat against the chair back.

c) Use Screw (H4) to fasten (P5) to the front and side apron of the seat frame. Use a Phillips screwdriver to drive the screws. Do not
tighten the screws completely until all the screws are in place.

Set the chair right-side up. The assembly of the chair is complete.
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
