1.Before beginning the installation, carefullyunpackand
identify all parts, referring to theillustration.

2.Turn power to the installation point OFF atcircuitbreaker.

3. Slipdownthe GLASS PANEL to theinside ofthe CAGE.
Locatethe TABS onto the top edge of the GLASS PANEL
and match the holes onthem with the mounting holes onthe
top edge ofthe CAGE. Use screwdriver, thread the LOCK
SCREWS into the mounting holes and hand tighten until
snugtosecurethe GLASS PANEL.

4.Installthe bulbreferring to fixture markings and/or labels for
maximum wattage.

5.Liftthe CAGE with GLASS PANELS upward to attachthe
bottom of the FIXTURE HOOD and make the holes onthe
top edge ofthe CAGE match the mounting holes onthe
bottom of the FIXTURE HOOD. Secure themtogether with
the LOCKSCREWS. Hand them until snug with screw
driver.

6. Thread the FIXTURE LOOP onto the nipple on the top
centerofthe FIXTURE HOOD and hand tighten until snug.

7 .Fastenthe CROSSBARtothe OUTLET BOXwith
(2)OUTLETBOX SCREWS(notsupplied). Proceed to
thread LOCKNUT A and LOCKWASHER Aontothe top
end of NIPPLE. Thread NIPPLE intothe center of
CROSSBAR. Locatethe LOCKNUT B onto the bottom
end ofthe NIPPLE. Tighten LOCKNUT A against
CROSSBARwith plieruntil snug.

8.Locatethe FIXTURE CHAIN and determine desired
hanging height of fixture. Adjust chain by removing links if
needed. Please note thatdepending on chain material
thickness, youmightbe required to use chain pliers to
spreadlinks open. Proceed to attach one end of chain to
FIXTURE LOOP, attached to top of fixture. Pass the fixture
wires through FIXTURE CHAIN alternatinglinks. Proceed
to pass the fixture wires through the following mounting
componentsinthisorder: 1)CANOPY LOCK RING;
2)CEILING CANOPY ; 3) CANOPY CHAIN LOOP;
4) LOCK WASHERB and LOCKNUT B; 5) NIPPLE;
6) LOCK NUT A andLOCKWASHER A.

9. Making the connections:
(2 peoplerecommended forthe remaining steps)
Position the fixture underthe ceiling mounted outlet box.
Pass LOCKWASHER B overthe NIPPLE. Thread
CANOPY CHAIN LOOP onto NIPPLE. Thread LOCK
NUT B downthe NIPPLE, againstthe CANOPY CHAIN
LOOP and snugwith pliers. Pass the wires through the
NIPPLE. Take up wire slack and trimwires so thatapprox.
6” willremain inside outletbox. Proceed to attach the top
ofthe FIXTURE CHAIN to the bottom of the CANOPY
CHAINLOOP.
Using wire connectors (notsupplied) connectthe HOUSE
GROUND WIRE to the FIXTURE GROUND WIRE;
connectthe HOUSE WHITE WIRE tothe FIXTURE
SUPPLY WIRE (WHITE or RIBBED SIDE); connectthe
HOUSE BLACK (orRED) WIRE to the FIXTURE SUPPLY
WIRE(BLACK or SMOOTH SIDE). Wrap each
connection with approved electrical tape.

10. With the proper connections made, proceed to push the

LOCKSCREW CEILING CANOPY upwardoverthe OUTLETBOX. Be

sure thatall wires are carefully tucked intothe OUTLET
BOX cavity. Secure canopy against ceiling by threading
CANOPY LOCKRING ontothe CANOPY LOOP. Tighten
until snug.

11. Restore powertotheinstallation point ON. Retain this
sheetforfuturereference.
