INSTALLATION

Step 1
Connect the upper pole to the lower pole through plastic connectors as shown
in the picture.

Step 2
Slide the connected poles through tent seams.




Step 3
Lace the poles by successively threading the cotton string through the upper
holes of all 5 combined poles.

Step 4
Spread out the poles to the full extent, and then the tent is stably installed.
