If there is no visible hole for
the screw, pass and press the tip of your finger over the
area where the hole should be located to feel the
indentation, and once found, carefully pierce the laminate
to reveal the hole underneath.

€ If the hole seems too small for the screw, first make
sure you are using the correct size of screw and that it's
been installed in the correct hole. If the hole still appears to
be too small, carefully pierce the laminate to reveal the
hole’s actual size.
