1.Ensure all parts have been removed from the carton and place on a protected

2.Check all parts and hardware are the same as the “Parts List”.

Natural markings such as scars, brands, grain variations, wrinkles, color
variations, etc. will be considered normal characteristics and not construed as defects.

Be prepared to provide your name, address, daytime phone
number, the model and purchase order number of the product, date of purchase, and the
store where it was purchased. The manufacturer requires that the origi-nal sales receipt be
submitted with all requests to confirm that you are the Original Purchaser according to our
written warranty.
