1 Put the Chair Back (A) Box Frame (B) upside down on the soft and smooth surface. With assistance
attach Box Frame (B) onto Chair Back (A). Then insert Jcbc Bolt (1), Lock Washer (3) and Flat Washer
(4) into predrilled holes of each corner, by using Allen Key (7). Insert Jcbc Bolt (2), Lock Washer (3) and
Flat Washer (4) into the predrilled holes of the middle of Chair Back (A), by using Allen Key (7). Do not
fully tighten the bolts in this step.

Apply some Glue (8) to the holes of the Chair Back (A) and Insert Side Stretcher (E) into the holes of

Chair Back (A) with Pan Head Screw (6) by using Screwdriver (not included). Do not fully tighten all
screws in this step.




3 First, insert the Front Stretcher (F) Into the holes of Chair Legs (D) using Pan Head Screw (6). Attach
Chair Legs (D) assembly to Side Stretcher (E) and corner of Box Frame (B), insert Flat Washer (4),
Lock Washer (3) and Jcbc Bolt (1) using Allen Key (7). Tighten all wood screws in this step.

4 Attach Wooden Seat (C) and Box Frame (B) with Csk—Cb Screw (5) by using Screwdriver
(not included). Tighten all wood screws in this step.




5 Turn the assembled chair to the upright position carefully. Make sure the chair is level, and then
securely tighten all bolts at this stage. Assembly is now completed.

Cleaning & Care

Treat surface with care. Surface is resistant to scratches but is not scratch resistant. Clean surface with a dry or damp
soft cloth. Do not use abrasive cleaners. Hardware may loosen over time. Periodically check that all connections are tight.
