1. Excavate an area for the base of the greenhouse.
The area must be 10’ 2" wide by 16’ 2" long by
5" deep. The floor of the hole must be level
and square. The diagonal dimensions, from
corner to corner, should each be 18" 10 ".

2. Assemble the Base outside the hole as shown on
facing page. Note that the angled edges of the
Base Plates (66,67) need to face the corners of
the base. Use Normal Bolts (52), Nuts (54), and
Connectors (68, 69) to secure the piecestogether.

b. Slide four bolts into the slot of the Rear Gable Posts
(18, 19), of which, two Normal Bolts (52) are placed at
the bottom, one Brace Bolt (53) is placed in the middle,
and one Normal Bolt (52) is placed at the top. Use the
bottom two Normal Bolts (52) to fix the bottom of the
Rear Gable Posts (18, 19) to the two holes of the Post
Connectors (48), and use the top Normal Bolt (52) to fix
the top of the Rear Gable Posts (18, 19) to the Crown
Beams (8,9), as shown in the picture. The Brace Bolt (53
) will be used in the next step.

c. Slide a Normal Bolt (52) and a Brace Bolt (53) into the
slot of the Front Gable Posts (22, 23), of which, one
Normal Bolt (52) is placed at the bottom and one Brace
Bolt (53) is placed at the top. Fix the bottom of the Front
Gable Posts (22, 23) to the Front Ceiling Plates (24, 25)
with the bottom Normal Bolt (52), as shown in the figure.
The top Brace Bolt (53) will be used in the next step.

d. Slide three bolts into the slot of the Front Center Gable
Posts (20, 21), of which one Brace Bolt (53) is in the
middle and two Normal Bolts (52) are at the bottom and
top respectively. Fix the bottom and top of the Front
Center Gable Posts (20, 21) to the Front Ceiling Plates
(24, 25) and the Crown Beams (8, 9) with the bottom and
top Normal Bolts (52) respectively, as shown in the
figure.
