2.Remove all hardware from the box and sort by size.

3. Check to see that all hardware and parts are present BEFORE assembling.

5. To avoid damage, assemble the product on a sturdy, level and protective surface.
6. Please wait until all steps are completed before fully tightening bolts.

7. Make sure all screws and bolts are tightly fastened before the unit is used.

HOW THE KNOCK DOWN (KD) ASSEMBLY SYSTEM WORKS

1. Screw the Cam Bolt into the pre-drilled small holes on the panel. Connect both

panels together; making sure the Cam Bolt goes into the pre-drilled hole at the end
of the panel with the Cam Lock.

2. Insert the Cam Lock into the pre-drilled large hole in the panel. Make sure the
arrow on the Cam Lock is pointed towards the Cam Bolt.

3. Once the Cam Bolt is connected inside the Cam Lock, take a Phillips
screwdriver (not included) and tighten the Cam Lock clockwise.

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Care and Maintenance

¢ Use a soft, clean cloth that will not scratch the surface when dusting.

e Use of furniture polish is not necessary. Should you choose to use polish, test
first in an inconspicuous area.

¢ Using solvents of any kind on your furniture may damage the finish.

e Check bolts/screws and nuts periodically and tighten them if necessary.

Caring for Wood Furniture

It is best to keep your furniture in a climate-controlled environment. Extreme temperature and
humidity changes can cause fading, warping, shrinking and splitting of wood. It is advised to keep
furniture away from direct sunlight as sun may damage the finish.

Proper care and cleaning at home will extend the life of your purchase. Following these important
and helpful tips will enhance your furniture as it ages.

Cleaning the Fireplace Trim

Clean the metal trim using a soft cloth, slightly dampened with citrus oil based product and buff
with a clean soft cloth. DO NOT use brass polish or household cleaners as these products will

damage the metal trim. Citrus oil based products can be obtained at supermarkets or hardware
stores.
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
