Place the Bed on a LEVEL SURFACE.

Inspect it and make sure all parts are adequately connected.
Don't push too hard,shake on the bed.

This would help to align all the parts at the joint areas.

CAUTION 1: When tightening these screws, tighten sequentially.

DO NOT tighten any screws fullly and the towards the next one.

This would cause the frame to warp.

If there is still wobbles, loosen the screws and execute this same process.DO NOT
tighten any screws fully and then towards the next one.

WARNING! IF BED IS NOT STABLE, IT COULD LEAD TO DAMAGING THE PRODUCT.
Ensure all screws are fully locked into position.

After removing the pillow from the vacuum-sealed bag, it will take about 10 minutes to return
to its normal shape.
