INSTALLING CAM

Identify arrow on head of cam. Arrow MUST point
toward hole in edge of panel. Push cam all the way
down into hole.

CAM AND DOWEL ALIGNMENT

Ensure the arrow on the cam points toward hole
and insert cam dowel into hole. Make sure pieces
join together.

TIGHTENING CAM

Use screwdriver to turn cam. Turn cam (clockwise)
until fully tightened. Slightly more than half a turn.
