Attach the Back legs(C) to Seat(A) with Lock washer(D) and Flat washer(E) and Bolt(G) by Allen key(H).

Stand chair up on an even surface and
check that it is balanced.

If there is a slight wobble, apply downward
pressure in the corner where a leg is
uneven. Keeping pressure in that corner,
tighten all bolts.

If balanced, apply downward pressure
evenly in the center and tighten all bolts.
