Bath Shelf with Storage Assembly Instructions

Lay out all parts on a "non-abrasive"surface to avoid scratching furniture.
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PARTS
Step 1
Read through these instructions thoroughly before beginning assembly. We have found this to be of great value wl
first assembling this product.

Step 2

Remove all parts and hardware from packing material. Wooden pieces should be placed on a non abrasive surface
(like the carton or carpet) to prevent damage to the finish. Note the French Cleat (B) is pre-installed on the back
of the Shelf (A) with 2 of the Wood Screws (C).

Step 3
Remove the French Cleat (B) from the back of the Shelf (A)

by unscrweing 2 of the pre-installed Wood Screws (C ) on the top of [, .. . ...
the Shelf (A). Locate studs behind drywall in desired location. /
Make sure French Cleat (B) is level.

Attach French Cleat (B) to wall studs with 2 Wood Screws (C).

It is recommended that the cleat (B) be securely
screwed into the studs for stability.

Step 4
Set Bath Shelf (A) on French Cleat (B) and attach
with 2 Wood Screws (C). C
