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PRE-INSTALLATION CHECKLIST

Before installing GETPRO freestanding bathtub, it's important to perform a pre-check
to ensure a smooth and successful installation. Here are some key factors to consider
during the pre-installation check:

-Careful remove the tub from it’s box/crate. It's required the lift to lift up the box. Do not
carry the bathtub by its panel.

-To avoid scratches or damages, be sure to set it on the soft blanket on the top of the
cardboard.

-Inspect the bathtub for any damages, if any damages are found please get in touch with
us, the contact information is listed on the bottom of each page.

Soft Cloth or blanket
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-Set the bathtub on two 4"X4” lumber pieces, in order to have access from the bottom of
the bathtub.

- Put a tray beneath the bathtub. Check for any leaks around the drain and pipe. If a
leakage occurs please disassemble the drain line, you can apply a plumbing silicone caulk
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- Measure the space where the freestanding bathtub will be installed to ensure it fits

properly.
- Check the dimensions of the bathtub and compare them with the available space,
including doorways and hallways for delivery and installation.

- Ensure that the floor can support the weight of the bathtub when filled with water
and occupants. Consider reinforcing the floor if necessary.
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- Check the existing plumbing connections to ensure they are compatible with the
bathtub's drain and overflow assembly.

- Confirm the location of the drain and overflow openings on the bathtub align with the
existing plumbing.

- Ensure there is enough space around the bathtub for installation and maintenance
access.

- Check if there are any obstacles or obstructions that may hinder the installation pro-
cess.

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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

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INSTALLATION STEPS

Prepare the Installation Area

Ensure the floor is level and can support the
weight of the bathtub and water. Measure the
space to ensure the bathtub fits properly.

Position the Bathtub

Carefully position the freestanding bathtub in the
desired location, ensuring it is level. Use shims if
needed to stabilize the bathtub and ensure it is
even.
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Mark locations
-Use a pencil to mark the outline of the bathtub's exact installed location and the drain

hole on the floor.
-Move the bathtub away so that the plumbing can be installed.
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Measure & cut

Measure and cut the tail piece to the appropriate length to reach the trap adapter When seting
the tub drain, insert tail piece with 1-1/2" slip joint and rubber washer into the trap adapter
and tighten properly
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Connect the Drain

- Flip the tub over and carefully set the tub into position with the tailpiece
assembly to the waste vent and connect to the drain.

-Connect the drain pipe to the bathtub drain using the provided parts. Ensure the connections
are tight and secure. Use a P-trap and tubing cutter to connect the drain to the existing
plumbing.
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Secure the Bathtub

Secure the bathtub to the floor if necessary. Some freestanding bathtubs have leveling feet or
brackets that need to be anchored to the floor for stability.

Caulk the Seams

Apply silicone caulk along the edges of the bathtub where it meets the floor and walls to
create a watertight seal. This will prevent water from seeping underneath the bathtub.

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CARE & MAINTENANCE

Solid surface bathtubs are made from a mixture of acrylic, polyester resins,
and natural minerals, making them highly durable and resistant to scratches,
stains, and impact damage. The big difference between acrylic and solid
surface bathtub is that the solid surface bathtub can be Repairable, such as
minor scratches, stains, or damages on solid surface bathtubs can often be
repaired and refinished, extending the lifespan of the fixture and maintaining
its appearance.

Clean the bathtub regularly with a mild, non-abrasive cleaner and a soft cloth or
sponge. Avoid harsh chemicals or abrasive cleaners that can damage the matte
surface.

Use gentle cleaning tools and avoid abrasive scrubbers to prevent scratches on the
matte surface. Be cautious when placing objects on the bathtub surface to avoid
damage.

For stubborn stains, use a mixture of baking soda and water or a mild abrasive clean-
er specifically designed for solid surface materials. Gently scrub the stained area and
rinse thoroughly.

Rinse the bathtub after each use and wipe it dry with a soft cloth to prevent soap
scum and mineral build-up. This helps to maintain the matte finish.

Avoid using harsh chemicals, bleach, or abrasive cleaners on the bathtub surface, as
they can damage the matte finish.

Some solid surface bathtubs may require periodic resealing to maintain their appear-
ance and protect the matte surface. Follow the manufacturer's recommendations for
sealing and maintenance.

Avoid exposing the bathtub to extreme temperatures, as sudden changes in tem-
perature can damage the solid surface material. Use warm water for cleaning and
avoid placing hot objects directly on the surface.

Periodically inspect the bathtub for any signs of damage, scratches, or wear. Address
any issues promptly to prevent further damage.
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Minor cuts or scratches on a matte finish solid surface bathtub can often be repaired with the right
techniques and products. Here is a general guide on how to repair scratches on a matte finish solid
surface bathtub:

1. Remove the scratch with fine grit sanding pad (approximately 1000 qrmt). Rub over scratch in a
straight line, not circular motiom to remove it.

* Periodically switch rubbing direction 90°. Be sure the entire scratch is removed and shape
apprpriately to match the surrounding area.

2. If the 1000 grmt sandpaper cannot remove it, try the next heaviest grit sanding pad. To minimize
dust during sanding, wet the surface. Rinse pad periodically to clean residue.

* Clean surface with water. Select the next heaviest grit until desired level is achieves. For matte,
you should be ending at about 600 grit.

1.Water stain, blot

* Clean with damp cloth and wipe dry.

* Most dirt and residue can be rinsed with soapy water or
mild ammonia cleaner and wiped dry.

* [f the residue still on it, pls repeat the second step again.
If the residue cannot be removed by soapy water or
cleaner, please try to remove it by sandpaper.

* Occasionally wipe surface with a househeld bleach
dilution(50 parts water/1 part bleach). Rinse basin or
bathtub thoroughly with water and wipe dry.

* Do not use abrasive cleaners or cleaners containing
strong acids, alkalis or strong ammonia to remove

stains.
