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Step 1

Unpack all parts and place them on a clean and non-marring floor to
avoid scratches.

Align the Middle part (B) to the Table Top (A) and rotate towards the right
side with the help of hand as shown in the picture above.
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Step 3

Align the Base (C) to the middle part (B) and attach it using the Bolt (D)

with the help of Allen Key ((2)) and tighten the Bolt as shown in the picture
above.

Step 4

Turn the End Table right side up.

Place the Table on a LEVEL SURFACE. Inspect it and make sure all parts are
adequately connected.

This End Table is ready to be use.
