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Base Assembly Instructions

1.Excavate an area for the base of the green house The area must be 102" wide by 142" long by 5"deep.The floor of

the hole must be level and square.The diagonal dimensions,from corner to corner,should each be 172",

2.Assemble the Base outside the hole as shown on facing page.Note that the angled edges of the Base Plates (66,67
) need to face the corners of the base.Use Normal Bolts(52),Nuts(54),and Connectors(68,69)to secure the pieces
together.

3.With assistance,lower the Base into the hole.The diagonal dimensions from outside corner to outside corner,

must be equal for the base to be square.

4 . Fill the hole around the outside of the base with soil.

5.This base will need to be filled with about 40 cubic feet of gravel or another appropriate fill material (not provided) .
The gravel should reach up to about 1" below the lip of the base.

6. As shown in the figure,during the assembly of the bottom frame,eight bottom frame fixing plates(80) are installed
synchronously,and one side of the fixing plate is attached to the bottom frame(67) ,and the other side is attached
to the ground,so as to facilitate the final installation of the expansion screw.

7. The installation is shown in the following expansion bolt diagram (83) installation diagram. Note: This step should
be operated after the main frame is installed to prevent the drilling position from being unsatisfactory.

1. First, the Right-handed Crown Beam (8) and Left-
handed Crown Beam (9) need to be fixed to Side Ceiling
Plate with Brackets (12) or Plain Side Ceiling Plate (13)
using Normal Bolt (52).
