13.2) Insert Wooden Dowel on Shelf D,E,U,F, T into the mounting positions on Left side
panel(H). Insert Cam Bolt on Left Side Panel(H) into the mounting positions on Middle
Shelf(E) and Shelf(F), then Insert Cam Lock(Q) into the mounting positions of Middle
Shelf(E) and Shelf(F) .Lock by turning Cam Lock((D) with Screwdriver(®).

13.3) Use Holes Cover(1) to cover the mounting positions of Cam Lock(Q).

Step 14
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14.1) Insert Cam Bolt on Top Panel(C) into the mounting positions on Right Side
Panel(l) and Divider(G) and Left Side Panel(H), then insert Wooden Dowel on Right
Side Panel(l) and Divider(G) and Left Side Panel(H) into Top Panel(C).

14.2) Insert Cam Lock(®) into the mounting positions of Right Side Panel(l) and
Divider(G) and Left Side Panel(H). Lock by turning Cam Lock(Q) with Screwdriver(®).
Use Holes Cover(@) to cover the mounting positions of Cam Lock(®).

14.3) Insert Wooden Dowel on Right Side Panel(l) and Bottom Divider(J) and Left Side
Panel(H) into Bottom Panel(V).

14.4) Attach Bottom Panel(V) to Right Side Panel(l) and Bottom Divider(J) and Left
Side Panel(H) using Screw(®) with Screwdriver(®).

Attach Back Wall at Top and Bottom(W) and Back Wall at Middle(X) to the frame of
bookcase using Screw(1) and Metal Gasket(@®)with Screwdriver(®).

16.1) Attach Side Frame(A) to Transversal Tube(B) using Bolt(@) with Allen Wrench (),
16.2) Attach Transversal Tube(B) to Bottom Panel(V) using Bolt(@) with Allenwrench ().
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17.1) Attach Left Panel of Drawer(P) and Right Panel of Drawer(Q) to Back Panel of
Drawer(O) using Screw(®) with Screwdriver(®) as shown.

17.2) Insert Cam Bolt on Back Panel of Drawer(O) into the mounting positions on
Reinforcement Panel of Drawer(Y), Insert Cam Lock(Q) into the mounting positions of
Reinforcement Panel of Drawer(Y). Lock by turning Cam Lock(Q) with Screwdriver
(®). Use Holes Cover(({) to cover the mounting positions of Cam Lock(®).

17.3) Insert Bottom of Drawer(R) into the grooves between Left Panel of Drawer(P)
and Right Panel of Drawer(Q).

17.4) Insert Cam Bolt on Front Panel of Drawer(N) into the mounting positions on
Reinforcement Panel of Drawer(Y), Left Panel of Drawer(P) and Right Panel of
Drawer(Q). Insert Cam Lock((D) into the mounting positions of Reinforcement Panel of
Drawer(Y), Left Panel of Drawer(P) and Right Panel of Drawer(Q) as shown. Lock by
turning Cam Lock((D) with Screwdriver(®)).

17.5) Attach Handle(d) to Front Panel of Drawer(N) using Bolt(®®) with
Screwdriver(@®).

17.6) Use Holes Cover(({) to cover the mounting positions of Cam Lock(®).
