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Assembling Procedure  Must be assembled by Adults

1.Install under board

Overturn the car body, and disassemble the board.
Take out the empennage and then assemble the board
again.

2.Install motors and wheels.

Please find driving motors first and disconnect them,
and then insert motors into the back axle, making the
connector lines insert into the hole and connecting to
the power line. (Referring to the photo).

When the model is have no front motors

Please take out the bearings from the screws bag and
install on the outside of the wheels. Assemble the
wheels onto the front and back axles, and assemble
gasket, non-slip nuts in sequence and then fix the
wheel hub. (Referring to the photo)

3.Install steering wheel

Connect the power cord and then assemble the
steering wheel.

(Plug the long part of the line into the steering wheel)

4 Install front windshield and back empennage
by screws(M4*12 flat head screw)

6.Install decoration part on car door window

Problem: The sound does not work.

Please ensure the volume is turned up and the MP3 line is not
connected. Sounds from steering wheel will not work when MP3
is plugged in.

Problem: Charger overheating

It is normal for battery and charger to be slightly warm during charging.
If the charger feel excessively hot, please check for a current overload
or battery short circuit.
