Cleaning and Maintenance

* For minor scratches, use fine-grit sandpaper, a soft brush, or a non-abrasive sponge with a mild abrasive cleaner to gently

* Avoid using abrasive cleaners, or any cleaners containing acid, alkali, or ammonia, as these can damage the surface.
* Do not expose the tub’s surface to hair dye, nail polish, or similar substances, as they may cause staining.

To Restore Gloss Finish

* Start polishing the scratched area with 800-grit sandpaper, followed by 1500-grit,
