This Bench has multiple parts and may require up to some 30 minutes to assemble. To give
you an overview of the Bench parts, the above picture is to help you put the various parts
into perspective. Please read through the instructions below to familiarise yourself with the
parts and steps before assembly.
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Unpack and place all parts onto a clean soft surface.
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Align the mounting positions on the Seat Panel (B) with the mounting positions on the Right
Arm Leg (C) .

Insert the bolts from the mounting positions on the Right Arm Leg(C) to the mounting
positions on Seat Panel (B).

Put Flat washers+ Spring washers + Nuts(®) to the Blots(D), partially tighten all bolts into
position.

Once all Bolts and Nuts are in postion, use one Spanner (®) to hold the Bolt, and the other
Spanner to turn lock the Nut.

Repeat the same steps to attach Backrest Panel(A) to Right Arm Leg(C).

Put on the Nut caps(@) after lock the Nut.

DO NOT OVERTIGHTEN.

Repeat the same steps for the Left part.

Step 3

Turn the Bench right side up. Adjust the pre-installed Rubber Caps until the chair is level with the ground ,
tighten all screws and bolts.
