
USE & CARE INSTRUCTIONS 

Please read  use  & care  instructions in its entirety  prior to 
assembling and  utilizing your Furniture. 

KEEPING YOUR FURNITURE BEAUTIFUL 

Quality  furniture  is a  significant investment expected  to  last  for years  on  end.  To  maintain  its  
beauty & help  it last ,  furniture  needs the  right  care,  as  no  finish  is totally  indestructible . However, 

with  regular  care,  the  finish  wil l last  much longer, providing  years  of  enjoyment to  you.  

TIPS TO PROTECT & CARE FOR YOUR FURNITURE 

1. Avoid  placing your  furniture  in direct  sunlight, as  sunlight causes  fading.

2. Avoid  extreme changes  in temperature by  arranging furniture  away  from  radiators,  heat  & air
vents,  & air conditioning units.

3. Avoid  placing plastic or rubber  materials (lamp  bases, notebooks , placemats , etc.)  on
your furniture,  as  certain  plastics contain   ingredients that  may  damage the  finish.

4. Periodically rotate  accessories on  furniture  so  they  do  not  sit  in the  same spot  al l  the  time.
5. Use pads, cloth  or felt  to  protect the  furniture  surface from  plastic , rubber,  hot  dishes

beverages,  bookends, flowerpots, & vases.
6. Clean up  spil ls  immediately, using  a  blotting rather  than  wiping  action,  as  water  left  over  a  long

period  of  time  wil l cause white  spots in the  finish.  Alcohol, perfume, after-shave  & medications
can  cause severe finish  damage.

7. Use a  protective pad  when  writing  on  the  furniture  surface.
8. Lift  & place objects rather  than  dragging them  across the  furniture  surface.
9. Avoid  placing furniture  directly  under  windows.
10. Use  cutting boards and  trivets  for  food   preparation in order  to  avoid  damaging the  top  for

the  unit .

WOOD FURNITURE CARE 

We  recommend  dust in g fre que ntly with  a  c lean, soft ,  dry,  l int- fre e c loth.  W ipe  s pil ls  immediately 
with  a  c le an  c loth.   C l ean  the   s ur face  by  rubbing   in  the   direc tion   of  the   grai n  a nd  wipe   dry.  We 
recommend  pol ishing  you r  furniture   approximately  every   s ix  m onths  with  Guards ma n  Fu rni tu re 
Pol ish   ©  or  any   furniture   pol is h .   We   do   not   recommend   the   us e   of   ae ros ol- p owe re d  cleaners , 

polishes  that  conta in  s i l icone,  waxes ,  abrasives,  or  are  o i l  based.  

LEATHER FURNITURE CARE 

To  preve nt crac ks  a nd  su rfac e d a ma ge we  recommend  ke ep i n g away  from  h igh  humidity  and  low 
te mpe r ature  rooms.   Do  not  p l a ce  by  f ire ,  s toves  or  he aters .  Wipe   s pil ls   im med i ately  with  clean 
non- ab ras i ve  c loth   or  sp onge .  For  sp ots  or  s tains ,   c le an  with  mild   detergent  and   warm   water. 
Wring   out   exce s s  water   so   c loth   is  da mp  be fore  use .   Rinse   c loth   in  c lea r   water   a nd   wring  out, 
then  wipe  a gai n   to  remove  dete rgent res idue.  To  p revent da mag e,  use  a  dry  c loth   to  wipe  excess 

moistu re.  Also,  do  not  use  chemical  cleaners  that  conta in  bleach.  

GRANITE CARE 

Ou r   gra nite   is  seal ed .  We   recommend   c leanin g  spil l s   p ro mptly.  For   dai ly   c lea n i n g ,  use   warm 
water  and  a  soft, clean cloth.   G ra nite   c leane rs can   a ls o   be  use d for  dee p  c lea ning . W ipe   dry.  We 

do  not  recommend  us ing   a brasi ve c leaners ,  che mica l  s olvents ,  s trong   detergents , c leaners with 
ble ac h  a nd  vine gar.   B e   sure   to  use   t r ivets ,  coaste rs ,  p lac e ma ts ,  a nd   a dhe si ve  fe l t   pa ds   to  help 

prevent  scratches .  

MARBLE CARE 

Ou r  ma rbl e  is  pol ishe d .  We   recommend   c l eaning  spil l s   p rom ptly.  For  dai ly   c le a ni n g ,  use   warm 
water  a nd  a  soft, clean cloth.  Wipe   dry.  We   do  not  recommend  using  a b rasi ve c lea ne rs ,  chemical 

solvents ,  strong   detergents ,  c leaners  with  bleac h  and  vinegar.   Be   sure   to  use   t r ivets ,  coasters , 
placemats,  and  adhesive  felt  pads  to  help  prevent  scratches . 



WOOD/BUTCHER BLOCK CARE 

For  best   resul ts ,   c lea n  top  su rfa ces with  d amp  c loth   a nd  mild  d ete rge n t .  Towel   i t  o ff  to  remove 
excess  moi stu re . Do  not  use  ab ras i ves or p owder c leansers .  Do  not  a l low  mois tu re to  s tand  on  the 

surface  for  prolonged  periods  of  t ime.  

FAUX WOOD/MARBLE  CARE 

We  recommend  dust in g frequ e ntly with  a  c lean, soft ,  dry,  l int- free c loth.  W ipe  s pil ls  immediately 
with  a  c le an  c loth.   We   do   not   recommend  the   use   of  aerosol-powered  c leaners ,  p ol ishe s  that 
conta in  s i l ico ne , wa xe s , a brasi ves , or are  o i l -b ase d . To avoid  dama gin g the  su rfa ce of the  furniture , 
a lways  use   a  cutt i ng  board   when   cutt in g  food   or  other   i te ms   on  the   surface .  Do   not   p l a ce  hot 

i tems  d i rectly  on  the  surface,  always  use  pads  or  t r ivets  to  prevent  damage.  

STAINLESS STEEL CARE 

Stai nle s s Ste el  sh oul d a lways a rrive  un blemished . To  c lean, use  wa rm  water  or  over-the-counter 
stai nles s  s te el  c l ea n e r  with  a  soft   c loth.   Spray   you r  top   l ightly   a nd   ru b  in  the   direc tion   of  the 
gra in  of  the  me tal f inish  unt i l  c lean. W ipe   dry.  We   do  not  recommend  the  use   of  abra sives ,  oven 
c leaners or pro ducts  co nta in in g chlo ride . To  avoid  da maging the  surface of  the  furnitu re ,  always 
use   a  cutt ing  board   whe n   cu tt i ng  food   or  othe r   i tems   on   the   s tai nles s  s te el  s urface .  We   also 

recommend  the  use  of  t r i vets  or  insulated  heat  pads  under  hot  pans  to  avoid  scorching.  

RESIN WICKER FURNITURE CARE 

Re gul a r  c lea n i n g  is  recommende d   for  wic ker,   as   i t  gene ral ly  c annot  endu re  ha rsh   or  abrasive 
tre at me nts . This  a ls o   mini mi ze s  mil dew   bui ldup.   To  remove  d irt  and  de bris ,  vac uu m with  a  d ust- 
brush  a t tach me n t or  use   a  dry  pa i ntb rush . C lean  with  a  mild  s oa p   s olut ion,   sc ru b   with  a  sponge, 
rinse   with  cold   water   a nd   dry  completely.  Avoid   s i tt ing   on   the   wicke r   whe n   st i l l  d a mp ,  which 

can   ca us e  wicke r   to  sag.   I f  wicke r   furniture   is  cau ght  during   a  sudden  rainstorm,   please  make 
sure  to  drai n  any  water  that  may  have   accu mu lated  ins ide  the  f rame   and  dry  com pletely. Please 

always cover the furniture when not in use, and store properly during inclement weather and 

the winter/rainy seasons.  

METAL FURNITURE CARE 

Be ca us e  most   me tals ,  exce pt  a lu mi nu m , a re  subjec t  to  rust ,  m etal  furniture   is  usua l ly  f inished 
with layers  of  c lear  va rnis h ,  paint ,  or a  dura ble p owd er co at in g. To  c lean, u se  a  mild  soap  solut ion, 
scrub,   r inse  and   dry.  On   ou tdoo r  furniture ,   make  sure   to  dra in  any  wate r   that   may   accumulate 
ins ide   the  f ra mes  afte r  r insing .  Afte r  c lea n i n g ,  apply   a  coat   of  qual ity   l iquid  or  paste wax  with  a 
l int- free  c loth.   Us e  a  s i l i co ne  s pray   to  lub ric ate  sw i vels  and   g l ides  on  chairs .   I f  metal  outdoor
furniture  is cau ght during  a  sudde n rains t o r m ,  p le as e ma ke sure  to  drai n  any  water  th at  may  have
accumu lated  inside   the  f ra me   a nd   dry  completely.  Please always cover the furniture when not
in  use,  and  store  properly during  inc lement weather and  the winter/rainy seasons.  On  indoor
furniture ,  do  not  use   abrasi ves  or  products  such   as  B rass o   ©  as  this  may  lead   to  the  accidental

removal  of  antique  f inishe s  and  also  to  s taining  or  damage  to  surrounding  a reas  of  fabric  
( I E  Bed  Buttons) .  

FABRIC MATERIALS CARE 

Preve nt s tains  by  removing  c rumbs , dus t ,  dirt , a nd  de bris .  To  remove  d irt a nd  de bris ,  vacuu m with 
a  dust-brus h attachment . C lea n  spil ls   im mediately!  For  L inen   –  I f  the   l ine n   i tem   is  removable, 
pl a ce the  i tem  in a  c le an sink  or tu b  with cool  water  a nd  a  mild  detergen t . Ge n tly a gi tate the  l inen 
items ,   the n   remove  from  the  soapy water.   Rinse  with  cool   water  and  ha ng   dry.  I f  not  removable , 
then   spot   c lea n  by   d ab b i ng  with   s olut io n   of   c ool   water   a nd   a   mil d   detergent  on   a   soft   non- 

abrasive  c loth.   For  Microfibe r   - I f  the  mic rof ibe r  i tem  is  removable ,  ma chi n e  wash   in  cold   
water with  mild   de te rgen t .  No   fa bric   s of te ners  as   they   wil l  c lo g  the   open   spa ce s  in  the   

microfiber, mak in g  the  fabric   us eless . Avoid  wash in g  with  c otton  i tems   be ca us e  the  mi crof i be r 
wil l  gra b   on to  the  l int .  I f  not  removable,  the n  spray  the  area  l ight ly  with  a  water- based solut ion;  

using  a  soft c loth   a nd  a  b lott in g motion  to  remove  the  s ta in.  Ful ly  a ir dry. For Velvet –  Blot fresh 
spills immediately with a clean, dry cloth. For stains, use a mild soap and water solution and blot stain. Test 

all cleaning products on a hidden spot to ensure it does not ruin the fabric. On ce dry, use a soft bristle 
brush in the direction of the pile to restore the fabric’s loft.



OUTDOOR CUSHION CARE 

Ou r cushi ons are ma de from a high-density p olyester foa m , and  the  c overs are ma de from a moistu re 
resista nt  p olyester bl end. Th is  doe s not  me an they  are  wa te rp roof! We  do  not  r ecommend  leaving 
cushion s out  in in cle me nt  we athe r, and  i f cushions bec ome  wet ,  please dry  the m   im med i ately by 
removing  the  cushio n  from  the  cover   so  they  ca  n   dry  sepa rately. Wring  ou  t  any  exce s s moistu re 
be fore drying.  Air dry  only!  Cushion covers  are  machi n e wash a bl e (gentlest  cyc l  e with  l ike  colors 
and  c old  wate r) ,  a nd  we  recommend  se par at in g  the  cushio n cover   from  the  core   for  a ny  cleaning 
purposes .  Cushi ons  s houl d  be   s tored  and   cove re d  when   not   in  use   to  protect  them   from   ra in , 

sunlight ,  and  othe r  staining  agents .  

OUTDOOR FURNITURE STORAGE 

We   highly   r ecommend   storin g   any   outdoo r  furniture   during   th  e   w inte r/rai ny s easo ns .   Before 
storing  your  furniture ,  p leas e  ensure al l  mo is tu re c ol l ec ted  in the  f ra me   t u be s has  be e n drained 
and  wipe   dry.  When  outd oor furniture  is  not  in  use ,   we  recommend  coveri ng  a l l  the  furniture  to 
protect it aga ins t the  e lements . I f outdo or furniture  is  c au ght during  a  sudde n rai ns t o r m ,  please 

make sure  to  dra in  any  water  that  may  have   accum ulated  inside  the  f rame   a nd  wipe  dry. 

OUTDOOR COVER CARE 

Ou r   c ove rs   are   ma de   from    heavy  ga uge   a nd    re inforced   v iny l   mak in g   the m    wa te rp roof.   We 
recommend   ha nd   wa shin g  i n  lukewarm  water   and   a l lowing   to   ful ly   a ir  dry   before  reusing    or 
storing .   We   do   not   r ecommend   using   a   washing  machine  or  soa ps  a nd   detergent s  as   i t  may 
destroy  the  protective  coatings .  Remove  the  covers  periodical ly  to  check  for  moistu re  build-up.  

COASTAL CUSTOMERS 

Due   t o  the  corrosive  nature   of  salt ,  extra  c are   mus t   be  taken   du e   to  the  h igher  sal ini t y  in  the  a ir 
as  wel l  as  the  possibi l i t y  of  direc  t   contact  from  sea   s pray.  Ke ep  ou  td oor metal /wicke r  furniture 
covered when not i n use, and rinse with fresh water on a regular basis to prevent salt accumulat ion .  

Make sure to drain any water that may accumulate inside the frames after r insing.  

FIRE PIT/TABLE  CARE 

Crosl  ey wood   burning   f ire  p its  are  only  rate d   for  a  ‘decorat ive ’  or  ‘ re cre ati ona l ’  burn  from  350  to 
500°F. Anything higher/larger  than  that  may  require  a dd i t io na l p rote ct i o n  from  a  th ird- p a r t y  

paint appl icat ion  such   as   Kryl on   ©  ‘Max   He at ’   wh ich   is  rated   for  1200 °   F.  d oe s  NOT   support the   
use   of  our  f ire  pi t/   ta ble( s)  outs id e  of  thes e  te mp e r atu  re and   usa g e  

recommendations  due to  obvi ou s safety  reasons.  I t  is  recommende d  to  cover   the  f ire  p it  with  a  
tarp  ( or  provided  cover depending  on  model)  when  not  i n  use .
