Repeat the process in Step 1 to assemble the other leg stand (#1)
onto the other ends of the 4 leg stand supports (#2).

Align the threaded ends of the 4 levelers (#B) with the pre-drilled
holes on the leg stands (#1) and tighten by hand until secured.

I.  Place 4 spacers (#C) on top
of the leg stands (#1).

[I.  With the help of another
person, carefully place the
glass top (#3) over the
spacers (#C). The glass top
(#3) should be evenly
centered and flatly rested.

[ll.  Make sure the table is rested
on a flat surface and does
not feel loose or wobbly. If it
does, double check that the
bolts/screws are secured and
properly tightened.

IV. If necessary, adjust the

levelers (#B) according to the
ground level. To lower or to
raise the levelers (#B), turn
the levelers clockwise or
counterclockwise,
respectively.
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
