Turn the Chair right side up.Check for stability and then tighten all the
remaining bolts.DO NOT fully tighten a bolt in one go and then move on to
the next. Rather, in asequential manner, gradually tighten each bolt until all
bolts are evenlysecured.This methodology will ensure maximum evenness
once all bolts are fullytightened.
