2. To Begin:

You must determine the center point of
your room, Measure the canter points of
opposita walls and sacure a chalk lina from
one to the other. Snap the line. Repeat the
process with the other set of opposite
walls. The point at which the chalk lines O
intersect is the room’s center. (Figura 1)

3. Tile Installation:
Wharever tiles are marked wath amows in

the back, ingtall them s that all arrews

pont in the s=ame direction. Starting at the
center point as shovwn in Figure 1, paal off
the protective paper and carefully ahgn the tile with the chalk ine
markings, Press down firmby. (Caution: the Ble's protective paper

. Cutting Tiles:

Tiles should be cut with a straight sdge and Figure 2
utility knife, (Do not cut over newly mstalled

tiles as the blade may darmage the new tiles. ) Cut edges should face
the wall, If possible, slide cut edges under wall maolding.

Ta fit tiles around imegularly shaped objects. make a pattern of the
exposad area with a sheet of paper. Use the paper cut-out as a
temnplate. Placing the paper cut-out on the front side of the tile,
trace the contours of the paper onto the tile. Cut around the marked
contours,
