Step 1

Unpack and place all parts on a clean, non-marring surface.

Step 2
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Place Leg(B) on the Table Top (A) as shown in the picture. Fix the Leg (B)
using Long Bolt ((1)) and Washer ((3)) with the help of Allen key((2)).
Repeat the step and the attach the other Legs (B) on the Table Top (A).
DO NOT FULLY TIGHTHEN BOLTS.

Step 3

Flip the Bench and place it like in the diagram.

CAUTION 1. When tightening these Bolts, tighten sequentially.

If there is still wobbles, loosen the screws and execute this same process.
WARNING!! [F BENCH IS NOT STABLE , IT COULD LEAD TO
DAMAGING THE PRODUCT.
