IMPORTANT INFORMATION

e Overhead clearance is essential. A minimum of 24 feet of overhead clearance from ground level is required.

e | ateral clearance is essential. Place the trampoline away from walls, fences, structures, and other play areas.
Maintain a clear space on all sides of the trampoline.

e Place the trampoline on a stable level surface before use.

e The area under the trampoline surface should be free and clear of any objects or obstructions.

e Use the trampoline in a well-lit area. Artificial illumination may be required for indoor or shady areas.

e Secure the trampoline against unauthorized and unsupervised use.

e Remove any obstructions from beneath the trampoline.

e The owner and supervisors of the trampoline are responsible for all users to be aware of the practices
specified in the use instructions.

e This product is not intended for use by children under 6 years of age. Restrict usage to one person at any time.
Maximum weight limit is 120kg/2641b.

You must check all the parts of the trampoline including the frame, suspension system, mat , pad, and
enclosure at regular intervals. If these checks are not carried out, the trampoline could become dangerous.
Itis of particular importance that these be followed at the beginning of each season, as well as at regular
intervals during the usage season.

e Check all nuts and bolts for tightness and tighten as required.

e Check all coverings for bolts and sharp edges and replace when necessary.

e Check for evidence of wear and tear or deterioration and damage. Replace any parts as needed.

HIGH WIND ADVISORY

Please keep in mind, this trampoline can be blown around by high winds.

During times of high winds, the trampoline should be moved indoors to a sheltered location.
