Overview

assemble. To give you an overview of the table parts, the above picture is

to help you put the various parts into perspective. Please read through the

instructions below to familiarise yourself with the parts and steps before

assembly.

Unpack and place all parts on a clean, non-marring surface.

Place Table Top (A) down and Table legs(B) up.
Place on a clean soft surface to avoid scratches or damage to the
product.
Table top (A) and table leg (B) are secured with Allen Key (①)
and Bolts (②), Spring washer (③), Flat washer (④)fixed.
Loosely tighten the screws temporarily, as shown in the figure.

First, fix the connecting rods (C) and (D) with a screwdriver
（⑦） and Rapid tooth (⑥), as shown in Figure (3.1).
The wooden tenon (⑤) is inserted into the connecting rod (C) (D)

and the table leg (B), as shown in Figure (3.2).

Secure connecting rod (C) (D) and table leg (B) with
Screwdriver(⑦) and Rapid tooth (⑥), as shown in the figure.
Finally, tighten all the screws.

CAUTION 1: When tightening these screws, tighten sequentially.

If there is still wobbles, loosen the screws and execute this same process.

Ensure all screws are fully locked into position.

Caution 2: This can only be used on a flat, level surface.
