(i) i.1 To ensure the success of the installation, be sure to read these
instructions and review the diagrams thoroughly before beginning.

I 2 All electrical connections musL be in accordance with local codes,
ordinances, or the National Electrical Code. If you are unfamiliar with the
methods of installing electrical wiring, secure the services of a qualified
licenped electrician.

1.3 These fixtures are intended lo be building mounted and must be

supported by the buiiding structure.
1.4 Oo rbt operale the lighting fixture close to any combustible material.

1.5 Ensure that the fitting is cool and switched off before changing the bulb.

1.6 Do not use bulbs exceeding maximum watLage as marked on tighting fixture.
1.7 ffter installing the luminaries ,use waterproof glue (ex.GE-108)for caulking compound.
1.7.i Caulk completely around where back of backplate meeLs lhe wall surface to prevent water

from seeping into out.let box.

1.7.2 Caulk complelely around gap between the parts of enclosure to prevent water from
seeping into Lhe enclosure.

2.1 Prepare tools and malerials requlred, e. g.: ladder, lYrench, 'lYire cutLer, '
Screw driver, Bulbs and I{irlng supplies as required by electrical code.

2.2 Before starting the installation, disconnect the power by opening the circuit
breaker or by removing the fuse at the fuse box. Turning the power off
using Lhe light switch is not sufficient to prevent electrical shock.

2.3 Il you are replacing an existing fixture, disconnect and remove the old
fixture.Expose the supply wiring.

2.4 No rough or sharp edges are in contact with any of the wire, to ensure
the insulalion on any of the wires has not been damaged during
installation.

2.5 tfre bare or green insulated wire are for grounding, do not connect with
current carrying wires.

2.6 Firstly connect white (or rough) fixture wire with white supply wire and then
connect black (or smooth) fixture wire with black supply ',uire. after fixture wires
are connected wjth supplier wires, the bare parts ol wires need to be completeiy
covered by connector, to prevent from causing short circuit and electric leakage.
