HOW TO  GET  THE  BEST  OUT  OF 
YOUR  NOUR ISON  RUG

P la ce  r o l l ed - up  r ug  on  t he  f l oo r  and  r o l l  ou t 
f l a t .  A  non - s l i p  r ug  pad  i s  r e commended  f o r 
sa f e t y  and  f l oo r  p ro t e c t i on . 

Vacuum the  r ug  w i t hou t  t he  bea te r  ba r  t o 
r emove  any  shedd ing  and  dus t .  The  p r e s su re 
and  v i b r a t i on  w i l l  he l p  f l a t t en  ou t  t he  r ug .

F l a t t en  ou t  cu r l ed  edges  by  r o l l i ng  t he  r ug  i n 
t he  oppos i t e  d i r e c t i on .  Cu r l ed  co r ne r s  can  be 
f l a t t ened  by  we igh i ng  t hem down  w i t h  heavy 
books .  Mos t  r ug s  w i l l  r e l ax  and  l i e  f l a t  i n  a 
f ew days .

C lean  sp i l l s  immed ia te l y  by 
b l o t t i ng  w i t h  a  c l ean ,  d r y  wh i t e 
c l o th .  Fo r  ha rd  t o  r emove  s t a i n s 
we  r e commend  tha t  t he  r ug 
be  p ro f e s s i ona l l y  c l eaned .  Fo r

TA M E  T H E  S H A G
A  g rea t  t i p  f o r  c l ean i ng  a  shag 
r ug  i s  t o  t u r n  i t  up s i de  down  and 
vacuum the  back  w i t h  t he  bea te r 
ba r  s e t t i ng .  Th i s  w i l l  s hake  l oo se 
a l l  t he  d i r t  and  dus t .  Once  done , 
move  t he  r ug  and  vacuum up  a l l 
t he  d i r t  t ha t  came  l oose  on to 
t he  f l oo r.

USE  A  RUG  PAD
A  non - s l i p  r ug  pad ’s  p r ima r y 
bene f i t s  a r e  sa fe t y  and 
cu sh i on i ng .  Howeve r,  i t  a l so 
p ro l ongs  t he  l i f e  o f  you r  r ug  and 
makes  i t  ea s i e r  t o  va cuum. 

VA C U U M  R E G U L A R LY
Use  a  qua l i t y  va cuum w i thou t 
t he  bea te r  ba r  s e t t i ng  a s  i t  c an 
pu l l  o r  snag .  Vacuum h igh  t r a f f i c 
a r ea s  mo re  o f t en .  Rug  shedd ing 
i s  common  w i t h  some  new r ugs 
bu t  t h i s  w i l l  l e s sen  ove r  t ime 
w i t h  r egu l a r  va cuuming .

 b e  s i z e d  t o  f i t  t h e  r o o m ,  n o t  t h e  t a b l e .

Grease	������������������������������� Cleaning fluid or scrape & vacuum
Household cement 	��������������� Detergent, white vinegar or cleaning fluid*
Ice cream	��������������������������� Detergent, white vinegar or cleaning fluid*
Ink 	����������������������������������� Water only
Iodine 	������������������������������� Alcohol
Jam	����������������������������������� Lukewarm water
Lipstick 	����������������������������� Detergent, white vinegar or cleaning fluid*
Medicine	����������������������������� Call a reputable cleaner

Note: Almost all spills are removed by either dry cleaning fluid (follow 
manufacturer's instructions) or a simple solution of one teaspoon of mild 
detergent with one teaspoon of white vinegar in a quart of warm water. 

*If recommended procedure is not effective call a reputable cleaner. Some
stains are so complex that they should be treated by someone with a
knowledge of textile chemistry. Don't wait for annual cleaning. It may be
too late to remove the stain.

Vacuum regularly. Pile shedding is a normal characteristic of quality area rugs. Avoid use of 

beater-bar type vacuum as they may cause yarns to pull or snag. If this happens, avoid pulling 

yarn knots out of surface pile. Clean spills immediately by blotting with a clean sponge or cloth. 

Professional clean only. Rug padding is recommended.

Vacuum regularly on the lowest setting. Beater Bar vacuum is not recommended. Clean spills 

immediately by wiping smoothly in the direction of the hair with a damp (but not wet) cloth 

with mild soap and water. Professionally clean only. Natural skin rugs are not recommended for 

high traffic areas. Rug Pad is recommended.

Vacuum regularly. Beater Bar vacuum is not recommended. Avoid pulling yarn knots out of 

surface pile. Professionally clean only. Consumer self-cleaning methods are discouraged. The 

pile can easily stain and yellow with improper cleaning chemicals. If a spill should occur, it is 

recommended to blot the affected area with white paper towels or clean white terry cloth towel. 

Rubbing will distort the fiber and moisture will weaken the fiber, which can cause it to break or 

be damaged. With a soft brush, comb the face of the rug in the direction of the pile. Anticipate 

that the pile might look flatter and more reflective after grooming. Once dry, re-brush the fiber 

to regain original texture. Rug padding is recommended.

Vacuum regularly. Due to the potential for rug damage, beater bar vacuums are not 

recommended. Remove spills immediately by blotting with a dry cloth. Professionally clean only. 

Do not steam clean or wet shampoo your jute rug. Plant fibers are highly absorbent, so when 

exposed to liquids or excessive dampness, they are subject to some shrinking and puckering. 

Rug padding is recommended.

Rug pads protect the rug’s 
weave, which can be worn by 
the constant pulling & tugging 
of foot traffic & vacuuming. 
A rug pad extends the life 
of the rug, & protects your 
investment.

Rug pads provide extra 
padding, increasing comfort, 
insulation, & sound proofing 
in the home. A rug pad also 
provides a buffer zone for dirt 
& dust, keeping them off of 
your hard surfaces, & making 
them easier to vacuum away.

F O R  C O M F O RT

It is important to choose the 
right type of rug pad for your 
flooring. Hard surface rug pads 
can be used on hardwood, 
stone, tile or vinyl.
