Carefully remove the fixture from the carton and check that ail
parts are included as shown in figure. Be careful not to misplace
any of the screws or pars, which are needed to install this

fixture.

STEP 1: Thread pipe (L} to nipple (M), screw coupling (P) to
coupling (Q). Adjust steel wire in horizon line.

STEP 2: Thread pipe (J) onto coupling (K), pipe (1} into pipe (J},
pipe (H) into pipe (1), pipe (G) into pipe (H), and thread
coupling {F) into pipe (G).

{INSTALLATION |

IMPORTANT: Do not attach fixture directly to outtet box.
STEP 1: Thread mounting screws (A} into the mounting bar (B).
STEP 2: Secure mounting bar (B) to outlet box with outlet box

screws (C).

[GROUNDING INSTRUCTIONS |

STEP 1: Insert the green grounding screw into the hole with two

raised dimples on the
wire fram the fixture

mounting bar. Wrap the ground
(if supplied) around the green

grounding screw, then connect it to ground wire from
the outlet box (if not fixed on the outlet box) using a
wire connector (not supplied). If ground wire from the
fixture is not supplied, wrap the ground wire {if not
fixed on the outlet box) from the outlet box around the
green grounding screw and tighten it.

STEP 2: Take note of the colo

r of the wire(s) on your fixture.

Identify which group your fixture wire(s) falls into and
cannect the wires according to the directions below:

[FINAL ASSEMBLY ]
STEP 1: After wires are connected, tuck them carefully inside
outlet box. Raise canopy (D) allowing for the mounting
screws (A} to protrude through the hole on canopy (D)
then secure with finial {E).
STEP 2: Place the glass (C1) the plastic washer(W) and the iron
Washer (V), onto the nipple (X) and secure with the nut
(U}, then slide the plastic washer(Y) onto the nipple
{X}, and secure with the finial ().
STEP 3: Place the glass(C1) into the frame {D1), then secure
with the screws(A1} and the washers(B1).
STEP 4: Install light bulbs. (Please do not exceed the
Maximum capacity recommended on the socket.)
STEP 5: Place the glass(S) over the steel frame(N}, then secure
with the screws (N) and the washers (0),
STEP 6: Place shade (T) into iron frame (D1). Raise iron frame
(D1) over curve arms (Q1) and secure with screws {R)

|CLEANING |

To clean, wipe fixture with a soft cloth, Clean glass with a mild
soap. Do not use abrasive materials such as scouring pads or
powders, steel wool or abrasive paper.

STEP 3: Take your fixture wire(s) from group A and place evenly

against the black wire

from the outlet box. Do NOT

twist wires together before using wire connectors.
STEP 4: Fit a wire connector {not supplied) over the wires and

screw the connector clockwise until you feel firmness.
STEP &: Try gently to pull the connector off the wires. If you can

pull the connector off, carefully re-do steps 3 and 4 as

above, and check again

for a firm connection.

STEP 6: Connect the fixture wire from group B to the white wire
from the outlet box in the same manner. Make sure no
bare wires can be seen outside wire connectors.
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
