1. Excavate an area for the base of the greenhouse.
The area must be 10’ 2" wide by 10’ 2" wide by
5" deep. The floor of the hole must be level
and square. The diagonal dimensions, from
corner to corner, should eachbe 14'2 ",

2. Assemble the Base outside the hole as shown on
facing page. Note that the angled edges of the
Base Plates (67) need to face the corners of
the base. Use Normal Bolts (52), Nuts (54), and
Connectors (68, 69) to secure the piecestogether.

b. Temporarily disconnect that
Side Diagonal Strut (46) from the
Brace Bolt (53), but leave the Bolt in place

c. Orient the gutter opening up as shown above.

d. Place the Side Ceiling Plate (12, 13) then
the Side Diagonal Strut (46) on the end of
the Bolt, and secure with a Nut (54).
3.  Secure the other end of that Side Ceiling Plate
(12, 13) similarly.

4. Attach the Front Ceiling Plate (24, 25)

If you cannot attach the second

Post Connector (48), or if they are not parallel:
