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. Shut off the power at the circuit breaker and remove existing fixture, including the mounting hardware.

2. Carefully unpack your new fixture and lay out all the parts on a clear area. Be careful not to lose any
small parts necessary for installation.

. Secure mounting plate to the outlet box using outlet box screws.

4. Adjust the fixture wire length by loosen the plastic screw and pulling the wire as desired. Secure the

plastic screw,The rest of the wire is hidden inside the canopy, and then fix the plastic

5. Connect the fixture wires to supply wires as shown in Fig.1, making sure that all wire connectors are
secured. If your outlet box has a green or bare copper ground wire,connect the fixture ground wire to
it.Otherwise, connect the fixture's ground wire directly to the back plate using the green screw
provided. After wires are connected, tuck them carefully inside the switch box.

6. Fasten the fixture through the mounting screw on the mounting plate with the knob.

7. Pass the Bamboo lantern and the glass shade through the lamp base and tighten them with the
socket ring.

8. Install the bulb (not included). Please follow the wattage label located on the fixture body.

Do not exceed the recommended wattage.
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
