ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTION

Step 1. MATCHL &R

Place seat (A) face down on a soft surface. Look for x1
labels on the seat bottom corners.

® | egs L (B) —» Corners L (Top-Left & Bottom-Right)

® | egs R (C) —» Corners R (Bottom-Left & Top-Right) | B




Step 2. ATTACH LEGS (LOOSELY!)

Insert bolts (F) with washers (Lock Washer (G) first, then
Flat Washer (H)).

Only tighten 50% by hand. The legs need to wiggle to fit the footrests.




Step 3. INSERT CROSSBARS

Identify the bars and insert into the loose legs.

Angled screw holes must face DOWN.

Side Crossbar (Short) (D): Place on the High holes.
Front/Back Footrest (Long) (E): Place on the Low holes.
Action: Tighten wood screws with your PH2 Screwdriver
(NOT INCLUDED in hardware kit).




Step 4. The “Golden Leveling”
Protocol (Tighten Now)

This is the step most people skip, but it is the most critical.

1.Stand Up: Turn the stool upright and place it on a flat floor.

2.The Drop: Lift the stool about 6 inches off the ground and drop it gently.
This helps the legs self-align to the floor.

3.Apply Pressure: The stool may still wobble. Sit on it gently (or press
down firmly on the seat). Your weight will force all four legs to contact the
floor evenly.

4.Final Tightening: While maintaining this downward pressure, reach
underneath and fully tighten (100%) all the main leg bolts (F) with the
Hex Key (J).
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Assembly Complete

Your Saddle Bar Stool should now be rock-solid. If slight wobbling occurs
months later due to humidity changes, simply repeat Step 4.

Wipe with a soft, damp cloth. Do not use abrasive cleansers.

MAINTENANCE REQUIREMENT

Hardware may loosen over time. Periodically check and retighten all bolts
(F). We recommend checking 2 weeks after assembly and every 6 months
thereafter.
