5. Do not operate the reversing switch while the fan blades are in
motion. You must turn the fan off and stop the blades before you
reverse the blade direction.

6. Do not place objects in the path of the blades.

7. Toavoid personal injury or damage to the fan and otheritems, use
caution when working around or cleaning the fan.

8.Electrical diagrams are for reference only. Light kits that are not
packed with the fan must be UL-listed and marked suitable for use
with the model fan you are installing. Switches must be UL General
Use Switches. Refer to the instructions packaged with the light kits
and switches for proper assembly.

9.After making electrical connections, spliced conductors should be
turned upward and pushed carefully up into the outletbox. The
wires should be spread apart with the grounded conductor and the
equipment-grounding conductor on one side of the outlet box.

10.All setscrews must be checked and retightened where necessary
before installation.

Installation-Hanging the Fan

Ceiling fans can be installed according to the user's location can be installed in the standard ball,
slope ball installation and ceiling installation

Height with 7" rod: 17. 5"
Height with 10" rod: 20. 5"

Standard installation

Standard drop ball installation is suitable for general building installation, ramp drop ball installation
is suitable for installation on the inclined plane (inverted as inclined roof).The ceiling type installation
is suitable for the lower floor space.

The slope drop ball type installation method is basically the same as the standard drop ball type
installation method, except that the location of the hanger installation varies.

The outlet box
and its bracing must be able to fully support the weight
of the moving fan (at least 35 Ibs.). Do not use a plastic
outlet box.

Fans Balance

Put the clip in the center of a blade,
turn on the fan, and if the rolling
persists, put the clip in another blade
until the rolls is reduced. The blades
of a ceiling fan need to be weight
balanced.

Place the clip on the blade where you
need to balance the weight, and try to
position itin the best position, from
the center of the blade to the tip, until
the wobble disappears.

Glue the counterweight to the blade
surface at the height of the clip.
Remove the clip and test the fan. If
the fan still staggering, place another
counterweight. If it gets worse, try
another better area to place the
counterweight.



Care and Cleaning

WARNING:Make sure the power is off before cleaning
your fan.

O Because of the fan's natural movement, some connections may become loose.Check the support connections,brackets,and blade
attachments twice a year. Make sure they are secure. Itis not necessary to remove the fan from the celling.

[ Clean your fan periodically to help maintain its new appearance over the years. Do not use water when cleaning, as this could damage
the motor or the wood, or possibly cause an electrical shock. Use only a soft brush or lint=free cloth to avoid scratching the finish. The
plathing is sealed with a lacquer to minimize discoloration or tarnishing.

OYou can apply a light coat of furniture polish to the wood for additional protection and enhanced beauty. Cover small scratches with a
light application of shoe polish.

OYou do not need to oil your fan. The motor has permanently—lubricated sealed ball bearings.
